I've been hunting since I was a boy, and every year I feel the same increasing excitement and anticipation as hunting season
approaches. With small game season starting in early September, there's little time to shift from summer activities to preparing
for the 2024-2025 hunting season. During this “transition period,” my garage is always a mess as I begin to pull out my hunt-
ing gear long before I've packed away my fishing gear. Fall fishing will again be heating up, but the season also calls for spending
afternoons in the woods to get a jump on scouting. Such an exciting time for outdoor adventures in New Jersey!

Many hunters love the familiarity of their regular hunting spots, while others find adventure in scouting new areas and setting
up in a fresh location where they just "know" a big buck is hiding. Reading sign and predicting how animals might move through
the landscape is one of the most fun parts of the process. Finding that perfect hunting or trapping spot has never been easier
with the "New Jersey Wildlife Management Area Explorer.” Accessible from your computer or mobile device, this app gets
you to where the action is by identifying parking areas, public shooting ranges, boat ramps, and other key features on Wildlife
Management Areas. Check out what it has to offer by visiting our website at dep.nj.gov/njfw/maps/. With over 800,000 acres
of state-owned public open space available, the licensed hunter and trapper has plenty of area to explore!

In recent years, I've watched the “locavore” movement explode in New Jersey and across the country, as more people prioritize getting food produced close
to home. I'm all for locally sourcing food, and I see hunters as the original “locavores.” Since NJDEP Fish & Wildlife was established in 1892, NJ hunters
have been balancing their diets with locally and sustainably sourced meat through the harvest of wildlife during regulated hunting seasons.

While hunting gives people the ability to feed their families and creates a unique bond with the natural world, the organization “Hunters Helping the
Hungry” takes this a step further by giving hunters the ability to share their harvest with those in need. During the 2023-24 season, the program donated
31,169 pounds of venison (that's 124,676 servings!) to food banks across the state. See page 36 for details on how you can share your harvest.

I want to also encourage all our seasoned hunters to share the experience with someone who has not yet been hunting. Introducing someone to hunting and
the outdoors can be extremely rewarding. The New Jersey Apprentice Hunting License provides an easy entryway for first time hunters by allowing them to
participate in supervised hunting before they've completed their Hunter Education Course (see page 13). What a great opportunity to get someone started.

The 2024-2025 Hunting Season has a lot to offer our new and experienced hunters. As you go afield, let’s remember that wildlife management in New
Jersey is a cooperative effort from everyone. Use this publication as your guide for current hunting and trapping-related information and regulations. I want
everyone to get outside with the information necessary to be legal, be safe, and have fun. Good luck this season! ¥

Complete a Hunter Education Course

A hunter education course must be completed ifa
person has never had a hunting license or has no
record of a previous license or completion of hunter
education from New Jersey or another state, Visit
NJFishandWildlife.com/hunted.htm tolearn all
about New Jersey’s Hunter Education program
and how to take the free online HunterCourse.
com Interactive Hunter Education Course. Infor-
mation about signing up for the live-fire session
after successful completion of the online course is
also found there. Remember to print your online
course completion voucher and bring it with you
to the in-person, live-fire field session.

Purchase Your Hunting License

After completing the Hunter Education program
and receiving your certification, you will be ready
to purchase a hunting license! First time hunting
license purchasers can buy their license one of
two simple ways:

1. In-person at a license agent. License agent
information can be found on page 13 of this
Digest and on the NJDEP Fish & Wildlife
website. Be sure to bring your Hunter Edu-
cation Course Completion Card and driver
license (if you are of age) when purchasing
your license.

2. Online. After our Hunter Education staff
enters your information electronically, you
will receive an email confirmation to allow
you to purchase your license from the comfort
of your home.

Remember, always keep your hunting license in
asafe place and take it with you whenever you go
hunting, Your hunting license must be displayed
on your outer clothing whenever you are afield.

Licenses

See Hunting Licenses and Permits Information on
page 8 for license and permit types, fees, require-
ments and additional information on how to buy.
You must have a current NJ license to hunt or trap.
The minimum age to hunt is 10 and to trap is 12.
Hunting licenses are valid for the calendar year
and expire on Dec. 31 regardless of purchase date.

New hunters and new-to-NJ hunters must go in
person to a license agent unless they are certain
that their hunter education/proof of prior license
has already been added to their profile in the license
system. For new hunter education students, this
can take 2-3 days after successful completion of
the live-fire field session.

All hunters and trappers must visibly display
their license on their outer clothing (not covered
by a pack or harness) and must show their license to
any law enforcement officer or any person request-
ing to see it. Farmers hunting their own land must
also display any deer season permit.

Do NOT heat laminate the durable license or
permit. High temperature will destroy these
waterproof, heat-sensitive documents.

Apprentice License

The Apprentice Hunting License allows any age-
appropriate U.S. citizen to try shotgun (18 years or
older) or archery hunting (14 years or older) before
completing a Hunter Education Course. Appren-
tice Hunters MUST hunt under the direct super-
vision and guidance of a hunting mentor, hunting
together as a unit in the same location. Mentors
must be 21 years of age or older and must possess
avalid New Jersey Hunting License for the hunting
method (bow or firearm) being used.

Apprentice hunters must adhere to hunting
laws and regulations, and must purchase all hunt-
ing permits, stamps, or the HIP certification,
as required.

Apprentice Licenses are available at license agents
and online. Apprentice license holders are NOT
eligible for a Rifle Permit, Coyote Permit, or Muz-
zleloader Deer Permit and may not hunt with any
type of rifle. Apprentice hunters may not hunt for
coyote or fox. An air gun is not considered a rifle.

Individuals are limited to two apprentice licenses
per type per lifetime. Due to New Jersey Firearm
ID Card regulations, Firearm Apprentice Licenses
arelimited to individuals 18 years of age and older.
An Archery Apprentice License holder must be 14
years of age or older. Regular fees apply. There are
no free youth apprentice licenses.

Hunter and Trapper
Education Requirements

New Jersey requires that everyone, age 10 and
above, applying to hunt with a firearm or bow must
show a previous resident license of the appropriate
type from this or any state, or a course completion
card from the appropriate hunter education course
to obtain a regular license, see Apprentice License

Allhunter education students must first complete
the HunterCourse.com online program (hunter-
course.com/usa/newjersey/), which covers both
firearm and bow, then pass the 100-question test.

Next, students must register for a specific date/
time at one of the mandatory live-fire sessions listed
on the Hunter Education Registration Site (a regis-
tration code is not required): NJFishandWildlife.
com/hunteredregistration.htm.

Students must register for each discipline (fire-
arm or bow) separately and for different times. Do
not register for two sessions in the same time slot.
Students must bring their home study voucher to
the live-fire session.

License Purchase
Requirements

To purchase a hunting or trapping license, you

must have:

1. A resident hunting or trapping license from
any state, or a Hunter or Trapper Education
Course Completion Card unless purchasingan
Apprentice License. (See Apprentice License)

2. U.S. citizens must provide their Social Security
Number. Non-citizens must provide their pass-
port, visa, green card, or non-U.S. driver license.
Driver licenses are required for everyone 18
and older when using the online license system.

3. A completed Child Support Certification.
(must be completed annually.)

4. New residents and new customers should be
prepared to show proof of residency. One must
be a resident of NJ for six months prior to pur-
chasing a resident license. Residents of New
Jersey must provide one of the following forms
of identification:

» N.J. Non-driver photo ID issued by the N.J.

Child Support Certification
Requirement

The Child Support Program Improvement Act
requires NJDEP Fish & Wildlife to collect and
maintain Social Security numbers and child support
obligation certification for all license applications.
Certifications must be completed prior to a customer's
first purchase each license year regardless of whether
the purchase is made online or at a license agent. If
your first purchase of the year is at a License Agent
then the customer must be present to complete the
Child Support Certification in person. The online
child support certification allows an individual to
complete the form from the privacy of their home.
Once done, the certification remains valid for the cal-
endar year in which the certification was completed.
When the child support form is completed online the
customer does not need to be present at the license
agent for a purchase to be made on or for their behalf.

Antlered Buck

Permit Deadlines!

All deer permits may be purchased beginning
Sept. 9, 2024 through the last day of the
season for that zone. RECOMMENDATION:
Purchase your Antlered Buck Permit and
zone-specific permit(s) for each season in the
same transaction. Hunters who initially pur-
chase only an antlerless, zone-specific permit
before the season opens should remember
the following deadlines:

e Antlered Buck Permits for Permit Bow
Season must be purchased by Oct. 26 at
11:59 p.m.

e Antlered Buck Permits for Permit Muzzle-
loader Season must be, purchased by
Dec. 2 at 11:59 p.m.

e Antlered Buck Permits for the Permit
Shotgun Season must be purchased by
Dec. 18 at 11:59 p.m.

For hunters who do not purchase any antler-
less, zone-specific deer permit until after the
season opens, an Antlered Buck Permit may
be purchased only with the initial antlerless
zone-specific permit. There will be no other
chance to purchase an Antlered Buck Permit.

Purchasing at a
License Agent

License agents can create customer profiles and
add hunter education and/or prior hunting license
information on profiles. If making your first pur-
chaseatalicense agent, please bring all documents
required (listed on page 13) with you to the store.

When licenses are purchased at a license agent
customers can walk out of the store with their pur-
chases in hand. Items are printed on durable stock
and a copy of your receipt is able to be emailed
to you for your records. In the event you lose any
purchase that was made at a license agent you will

Purchasing for More
Than One Person

The license system allows for transactions to con-
tain purchases for more than one customer at a
time. License agents are able to do this provided
each individual in the group is either present or
has already completed their Child Support Cer-
tification online.

A person may purchase a permit for an absent
hunter only when the following conditions are met:

1. The absent hunter has already completed a
Child Support Certification (see page 13) online
or at a license agent AND

2. Thebuyer shows the absent hunter’s valid hunt-
ing license and identifying information (date of
birth and Conservation ID Number or Social
Security Number). License photocopies not
accepted

Online, one person must login, add items to the
shopping cart for one person and then click the
'Add Profile' button to add an additional customer
profile to the transaction. It is important that
each customer already have a completed profile
and completes their Child Support Certifica-
tion PRIOR to starting this process. Each indi-
vidual included in the transaction will have the
ability to access their items by logging into their
own account.

Non-resident Licenses

Non-residents must show either a resident license
from their state or proof of successfully completing
an appropriate hunter education course to obtaina
license to hunt or trap in New Jersey. Non-immi-
grantaliens who temporarily import firearms to the
United States must first obtain an application for
the permit from the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco
and Firearms (ATF). For importation of firearms,
use form ATF Form 5330.3A. The approval may
take up to 12 weeks. Contact ATFs New Jersey field
office at (609) 989-2155 or download forms from
their website at www.atf.gov/firearms/firearms-
forms. For more information on non-resident hunt-

One-day License

A one-day license is valid for hunting on a
licensed commercial shooting preserve only. This
license may be obtained at the shooting preserve
and is valid only on the day issued for the species
covered by the preserve’s license. Hunter Education
requirements still apply.

Lost Licenses

A license, permit, or stamp can be replaced at
any license agent or at NJDEP Fish & Wildlife’s
Internet license sales site, NJFishand Wildlife.com/
licensesalessite.htm. A $2 fee is charged for each
duplicate license/permit. Items that were initially
purchased online can be reprinted for free. Reprints

Free hunting and fishing licenses,
stamps and permits are available for
resident disabled veterans.

For the purposes of this program, legislation defines eligible disabled veter-
ans as “...any resident of New Jersey who has been honorably discharged
or released under honorable circumstances from active service from

any branch of the Armed Forces of the United States and who has been
declared by the United States Department of Veteran Affairs, or its succes-
sor, to have a service-connected disability of any degree...”

New applicant disabled veterans may obtain their hunting and
fishing licenses and stamps by mailing their application to the
address listed. NJDEP Fish & Wildlife offices will no longer accept
Disabled Veteran Certifications in person. For more information and
updates, go to dep.nj.gov/njfw/licenses-and-permits/disabled-veteran-
license-information/.

Disabled Veteran Applicants:

1. Documentation of current benefits for a service-connected disability
and proof of honorable discharge (such as a copy of your DD-214, VA
card or monthly check stub) must be presented to be certified for dis-
abled veteran status in our license system.

2. Applicant must provide a hunter education (archery, firearm, shotgun
or rifle) course certificate applicable to the license for which he or she
is applying or a previously issued resident archery or firearm license or
Rifle Permit. Resident licenses from other states issued to hunters in
New Jersey will be accepted if the license indicates the sporting arm
for which it was valid. Non-resident licenses from other states are not
acceptable.

Military Licenses,
Active Duty

Any person on active duty in the United States
armed services, regardless of their current resi-
dency, may buy a New Jersey resident hunting
license. Service personnel may obtain an Appren-
tice License (see pg. 13) or present a previous resi-
dent license (from this or any state) of the appro-
priate type or show proof to the license agent of
successful completion of the appropriate hunter
education course along with proof of your current
active-duty status in the armed services.

New Jersey National
Guard Licenses

New Jersey National Guard personnel in good
standing are entitled to free licenses, permits, and
stamps. These privileges are available at all license
agents; however, hunters and anglers should first
confirm with the DMVA office to ensure they are
certified in that system. The NJNG will only certify
individuals for six months at a time. Call (609)

Revocation of Licenses

Anyone convicted of a second fish and game viola-
tion, in this or any other state, within a period of five
years will have their New Jersey hunting and fishing
privileges revoked for a minimum of two years.

Certain violations carry greater periods of revo-
cation, ranging from three years to lifetime revoca-
tion. Two convictions of any wildlife manage-
ment area regulation will result in a five-year
revocation of all sporting privileges. Two convic-
tions of the following will result in lifetime revoca-
tion: safety zone violation, causing damage to real
or personal property and negligent use of a firearm
or bow. NJDEP Fish & Wildlife may revoke any
special use permit or other authorization granted
by NJDEP Fish & Wildlife (excluding hunting or
fishing licenses, which are revoked under statutory
authority) for violation or due cause. See page 17
for New Jersey's participation in the Interstate
Wildlife Violator Compact.

2024 Issue

Rifle Permits

All persons in possession of a rifle (modern or
muzzleloading rifle including a smoothbore muz-
zleloader firing a single projectile) while hunting
or trapping must have a valid Rifle Permit. See the
specific regulations for each game or furbearing
animal for the specific rifles allowed. A Rifle Permit
is not required for hunting with an air gun. Initial

Rifle Permit applicants must be at least 10 years

old and have successfully completed the Firearms

or (now discontinued) Rifle Hunter Education

Course or have a resident license or Hunter Edu-

cation card from any state that includes use of a

rifle. See page 11 for Rifle Permit fees.

+ Rifle Permits may be purchased atlicense agents or at
NJDEP Fish & Wildlife's Internet license sales site.
Rifle Permits are valid for all ages of permit holders.

+ Rifle Permits are valid from July 1-June 30.

Permits to Shoot from

a Standing Vehicle for
Hunters with Permanent
Disabling Conditions

A permit to hunt or shoot on private property from
a standing vehicle that is parked off the road may
be issued to licensed hunters who:

1. Have a permanent or irreversible physical dis-
ability that limits their ambulatory ability,

2. Suffer from cardiovascular disease and are clas-
sified as Class 3 or 4 heart patients according
to American Heart Association standards, or

3. Suffer from chronic lung disease.

This permit will be issued if the need is certified by a
licensed physician or chiropractor. The application
period is Jan. 1 to Aug. 31 of each year.
Individuals hunting with a permit to hunt or shoot
from a motor vehicle must mark the vehicle from
which they are hunting either with handicapped
license plates issued by the Motor Vehicle Commis-
sion or by displaying a notice provided by NJDEP
Fish & Wildlife in the rear window of this vehicle.

Deer Road-kill Permits

Deer accidentally killed by motor vehicles may be
possessed only for private consumption by obtain-
ing a free permit from the local police department
or from a NJDEP Fish & Wildlife regional law
enforcement office (see pg, 16). The permit autho-
rizes only possession of the meat and is valid only
for 90 days. The possession of all other parts such
as antlers, under terms of this permit, is expressly
prohibited. Wrapped venison packages must be
labeled with the permit number.

Tracking Dog Permits,
Certification

NJDEDP Fish & Wildlife may issue permits to dog
handlers who possess a certified tracking dog for
the daytime or nighttime search and recovery of
deer or bear lost by a hunter during any legal deer
or bear hunting season. Minimum certification:
UBT-1 from United Blood Trackers, Inc., or the
equivalent from another recognized tracking dog
organization. A photo of each certified dog must
accompany the application. Each handler must
possess a valid New Jersey hunting license for the
current year. For more information on obtaining a
permit, go to: dep.nj.gov/njfw/hunting/certified-
deer-tracking-dog-information/.

HUNTERS:

Know Before You Go!

Two separate fish and wildlife convic-
tions for violating any New Jersey salt-
water, freshwater, trapping or hunting
law within a five-year period will cause
you to lose your hunting and fishing
privileges for two-to five-years! This
means convictions for taking under-sized or
over limit striped bass in Marine waters can
prevent you from hunting!

Wildlife management area violations
such as possession of alcohol, swimming,
ATV use and illegal dumping also fall under
fish and wildlife offenses and can result in
license revocation.

Don’t take a chance on losing your
license because you heard the wrong
information! If you have any questions
regarding hunting or fishing regulations, please
call your regional NJDEP Fish & Wildlife Law
Enforcement office before going in the field.

The overwhelming majority of New Jersey
hunters, trappers and anglers are ethical,
law abiding citizens with a low tolerance for
those not willing to follow the laws. If you see
a violation occurring, report it immediately by
calling 1-(877) WARN-DEP.

Interstate Wildlife Violator Compact

New Jersey is member of the Interstate Wildlife
Violator Compact, a multi-state agreement
designed to:

1. Enhance protection of wildlife resources in
member states,

2. Provide equal treatment of non-resident
hunters/anglers/trappers, and

3. Improve compliance with citations or sum-
monses issued for wildlife violations.

Responsible hunters and anglers want
wildlife violators removed from the popu-
lation of ethical sporting enthusiasts.

Under the Compact, information about suspen-
sion of sporting license privileges for people
convicted of wildlife violations in New Jersey
will be shared with participating Compact
states. The other Compact member states
determine if the individual would also be sus-
pended according to their own state laws.

Similarly, New Jersey will be provided with
information on individuals suspended for con-
victions under the law of all Compact states.
When reviewed, if the violation(s) would lead
to suspension under New Jersey’s laws, that
individual’s privileges will also be suspended in
New Jersey.

IMPORTANT NOTE: If an individual has a wild-
life license or privilege suspension in any Com-
pact state, it is the individual’s responsibil-
ity to first contact the licensing authority
in the state where they intend to hunt,
fish, trap, harvest shellfish or otherwise
take or possess wildlife to determine their
eligibility before purchasing any license
or engaging in those activities.

Under New Jersey law, two convictions of any
violation of the fish and game laws of this or
any other state within five years will result in a
two-year hunting and fishing license suspension.

Individuals with wildlife violation convictions or
license suspensions received outside of New
Jersey may call the Compact Administrator at
(609) 259-3347 to determine his or her license
eligibility in New Jersey.

+ Supervision: The youth hunter MUST be under
the direct supervision of a person who is at least
21 years old and who has a valid firearm or bow
and arrow license corresponding to the season
hunted. Direct supervision is defined as both the
youth hunter and the adult mentoring hunter set
up together at the same location, hunting as a

unit, not hunting independently. The adult does
not need a zone or area permit to supervise, only
their valid license. The adult CANNOT hunt
on any youth days but may call for the youth.
Youth hunters do not need a harvest number
to report harvests during youth hunts or non-
permit deer seasons.

SAFETY ZONE Awareness: Protecting Your Hunting Privilege

NEW JERSEY HUNTERS enjoy many types of hunting, numerous days afield and generous bag limits. But development and other human encroachment
on the forests and fields of the Garden State has changed both wildlife habitat and land suitable for hunting, such that SAFETY ZONE awareness is even

more critical for hunters.

What is a SAFETY ZONE?

+ The firearm SAFETY ZONE is the area within 450 feet of a building or
school playground, even if not occupied. For bowhunters, the SAFETY
ZONE around buildings is 150 feet but remains 450 feet from a school
playground. See Safety Zone, page 24.

+ The SAFETY ZONE is the place where you, the hunter or trapper, cannot
carry a loaded firearm or nocked arrow unless you have written permis-
sion in hand.

+ The SAFETY ZONE was established by legislation in 1946 as an area to
place some physical distance, a buffer, between hunters and homeowners.

+ The SAFETY ZONE could be land where there is suitable wildlife
habitat for adaptable species, like the white-tailed deer, cottontail rabbit
and Canada goose.

+ The SAFETY ZONE is not a magic shield and cannot stop a misdirected
projectile from entering the area around a home.

What can you do to heighten your SAFETY ZONE awareness?
1. Post SAFETY ZONE signs.
2. Talk with landowners.

5. Know the law. Know the land.

Remember, failure to hunt safely and responsibly is inexcusable. Always
be a responsible hunter. Always be aware of your surroundings, the tar-
get and what may lie beyond the target. The principles of good conduct
learned at your hunter education course are called into practice every
time you hunt.

Take special care hunting on “high visibility” property, habitat where our
adaptable wildlife species—especially white-tailed deer—are flourishing.
Here, hunter conduct will be watched closely; the image we portray can have
a great impact on the tolerance for our sport. Hunting these special areas
carries added responsibility for you, as a hunter, to exercise restraint and
make superior judgment decisions. See page 37 for Hunt SMART card. ¥

Archery Equipment

“Bow” means any long bow, recurve bow, compound
bow or crossbow capable of firing a single projec-
tile only. Hand-held release devices are permitted.
Air bows are not legal for hunting.

All bows must have a minimum draw weight of
35 pounds at the archer’s draw length, except com-
pounds, which must have a minimum peak draw
weight of 35 pounds and crossbows which must have
a minimum draw weight of 75 pounds. Crossbows
must have a minimum stock length of 25 inches.

Crossbows are legal for bowfishing except for
Greenwood Lake. Crossbows are permitted for
hunting migratory birds. See below for restrictions

when taking game birds in flight.

HUNTER ALERT —

All arrows used for hunting deer, turkey, coyote,
fox or woodchuck must be ficted with an edged head
of well-sharpened metal and a minimum width of
% inches.

New Jersey does not regulate arrow/bolt length
or weight, broadhead cutting edge length or bow
sight magnification.

Arrows fitted with heads other than specified
for deer, turkey, coyote, fox or woodchuck may be
carried in the woods and fields during the small
game season or other seasons which overlap with
the bow and arrow deer season except that for tak-
ing game birds in flight, arrows equipped with an
edged head are prohibited. Also, flu flu arrows are
required for taking game birds in flight because

Currently, at least one manufacturer of modern archery equipment is marketing a crossbow with
two barrels capable of firing two bolts in rapid succession, much like a multi-barreled shotgun.
NJDEP Fish & Wildlife has been contacted by sportsmen about the legality of such a weapon for

NJDEP Fish & Wildlife and the Fish and Game Council (Council), after much consideration of the origi-
nal spirit and intent of the archery season, concern for safety in the most populous state in the country
and current regulatory language, has determined that archery equipment with multiple barrels — or
any bow capable of shooting more than a single projectile — is not in agreement with current
regulations. Therefore, multi-barreled bows are not allowed for use in New Jersey for the
purpose of hunting. The Council plans to codify the ban on multi-barrel bows in amend-
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the arrow is designed to fly only a short distance.
For the purpose of discharging a cocked crossbow,
hunters may carry a judo point, target point or
blunt. Canada geese and turkeys which are not in
flight may be taken with standard flecched arrows
and an edged head as described above.

Archery Hunting

AT'Vs, moving or stationary.

+ Discharge a bow on or across a highway or road.

+ Have both a bow and a firearm in possession or
under control while hunting,

+ Transport a cocked crossbow in, or on, a motor
vehicle or AT'V.

+ Cast or project a visible beam or spot onto a game
animal.

No person shall hunt, shoot or attempt to take any
game species froma tree stand or in a structure within

300 feet of a baited area except for deer. Hunters
targeting deer while elevated in a standing tree or in

a structure of any kind may be within any distance
of a baited area. A baited area means where agricul-
tural products, salt or edible lures are placed for the
purpose of enticing animals. (NJSA 23:4-24 et seq.)

Growing crops and unharvested crops are not
considered baiting nor feeding game birds or
game animals,

On national wildlife refuges and national recre-
ation areas, no person shall distribute bait and/or
hunt over bait.

Concealing Wildlife Identity

The removal of the skin or feathers or mutilation of
any wild bird or mammal in the woods or fields for
the purpose of concealing sex or identity is illegal.

Deer Carcass Ban

+ Hunters are banned from bringing a whole carcass
from any member of the Cervid family such as
deer, elk, moose, and caribou (reindeer) into New
Jersey from ANY other state or country.

+ Hunters are banned from bringing a nontaxider-
mied head of any member of the Cervid family
harvested into New Jersey from ANY other state
or country.

+ ONLY boned-out meat, cleaned skullcaps and
hides, shed antlers, and clean upper canine teeth
of any member of the Cervid family may be
brought into New Jersey. See CWD informa-
tion on page 44.

Deer Lures Ban

No cervid-derived urine or glandular secretion lures
may be sold, possessed or used. Synthetic lures
and natural lures derived from species other than
cervids are permitted. See CWD information on

page 44.

Dogs, Hunting and Training

Allowing dogs to run atlarge is prohibited. Persons
may train dogs without firearms in daylight at any
time except during any open firearm deer season.

No person shall train a dog for hunting raccoon or
opossum on WMA s other than during the periods
of Sept. 1 to Oct. 1 and from Mar. 1 to May 1. Dog
training hours shall be one hour after sunset to one
hour before sunrise.

It is illegal to use dogs to pursue or run deer or
to track wounded deer. However, a hunter may
use the services of a dog handler in possession of a
valid NJDEP Fish & Wildlife-issued Tracking Dog
Permit with a certified tracking dog for the search
and recovery of deer lost during any deer hunting
season. See page 15 for certification requirements.

Drones or unmanned aircraft are prohibited for
the purposes of hunting or trapping and may not
be used to harass, scout, drive, track, retrieve or

rally wildlife.

Falconry

No person shall use a raptor for hunting without
a falconry permit and a valid hunting license. No
person under 14 years of age may hunt by means
of a raptor. Hunting migratory birds with raptors
on Sunday is prohibited.

Falconry permits will be issued only to persons
who pass a comprehensive examination and who
can provide proper facilities for housing a raptor.

Beginning falconers must be sponsored by an
experienced falconer.

No person shall possess a firearm while hunting
with raptors.

Firearms and Missiles

For the purpose of hunting in New Jersey, firearms
refer to a shotgun, muzzleloader (rifled or smooth-
bore), air gun and modern rifle. See sections on
specific game animals for permitted firearms
and ammunition.

P.L.2023, ¢.330,amending N.J.S.A. 23:4-12, 13,
24, and 44, authorizes the carrying of a handgun
while hunting, if the handgun is legally owned and
the person in possession has a valid NJ concealed
carry permit. Handguns are still not legal for tak-
ing/ attempting to take wildlife. N.J.S.A. 2C:58-1 et
seq. states that you must have your concealed carry
permit on your person while carrying a handgun.

It is unlawful to:

+ Possess or use silencer or noise suppressor on any
firearm (NJSA 2C:39-1 g

+ Have both a firearm and bow in possession or
under control while hunting,

+ Possess or discharge aloaded firearm from in, or
on, any vehicle, moving or stationary, including
ATVs. Such possession is considered proof of
pursuing or taking wildlife.

+ Transport an uncased firearm in or on a motor
vehicle or ATV.

+ Discharge a firearm on or across a highway or road.

+ Cast or project a visible beam or spot onto a game
animal.

+ Hunt for or shoot any wildlife by aid of a light,
except when hunting raccoon/opossum or when
hunting coyote/fox during the Coyote—Fox Spe-
cial Permit Season.

+ Hunt or shoot with the aid of a light attached to
or carried in a vehicle.

+ Use “smart” rifles or guns equipped with any tar-
get tracking system, any electronically-controlled,
electronically-assisted or computer-linked trigger
or a ballistics computer.

Air Guns
“Air gun” means any shoulder-mounted firearm
which by the force of a spring, air or other non-
ignited compressed gas expels a missile or projectile
and has arifled or smooth barrel, usingammunition
no smaller than .177 caliber and no larger than .22
caliber producing projectile velocities of not less
than 600 feet per second measured at the muzzle.
Title 2C:39-1 f classifies air guns as a firearm. Air
gun BBs are not legal for hunting, Air guns are
now legal for taking cottontail rabbit, hare and gray
squirrel. A Rifle Permit is not required.
IMPORTANT: See Firearms and Missiles, above,
for the law regarding silencing mechanisms that
also apply to air guns.

Muzzleloaders

Itis unlawful to use smokeless powder in a muzzle-
loader while hunting, Only black powder or black
powder equivalents, such as Pyrodex and Triple
Se7en, may be used to hunt with a muzzleloading
firearm.

Properly licensed and permitted hunters 10 years
and older may hunt with a muzzleloading rifle. A
valid Rifle Permit must be possessed while hunting
with a muzzleloading rifle. Permitted action types
include percussion, flintlock and inline. Electronic
ignitions are not legal. For muzzleloader barrel
types and legal hunting ammunition, see regula-
tions for each game species.

It is unlawful to hunt with a muzzleloading rifle
on WMAs except when hunting deer, during the
Coyote—Fox Special Permit Season or Muzzle-
loader Squirrel Season.

Rifles, Modern
A valid Rifle Permit must be in possession while
hunting with a modern rifle.

Regulations in red are new this year.

Some modern rifles are allowed when hunting
certain wildlife. See Firearms, Bows, and Ammo for
Small Game Hunting, page 58. NO rifle woodchuck
hunting on wildlife management areas or state
parks, forests and recreation areas. Small game
hunting with centerfire rifles is limited to not larger
than .25 caliber for coyote and fox and .25 caliber
or larger for woodchuck. See page 58.

A modern rifle magazine need not be pinned
(plugged) but may be loaded with no more than three
cartridges. Rife permit holders of all ages may hunt
with all rifle types as allowed by New Jersey laws.

Shotguns

Shotguns larger than 10-gauge are prohibited for
hunting. Shotguns may not be capable of hold-
ing more than three shells except for September
Canada goose hunting and during the Spring Light
Goose Conservation Order (see page 65). For infor-
mation on legal shot sizes, see regulations for each
game species to be hunted.

Hunter Harassment

It is illegal to obstruct or attempt to obstruct or
annoy a person lawfully taking wildlife as per
NJ.S.A.23:7A-1 et seq. This includes making loud
noises or gestures designed to disturb, alarm, drive,
attract or affect the behavior of wildlife.

Hunter Orange

Firearm hunters must wear a cap made of solid
daylight fluorescent orange or an outer garment
containingatleast 200 square inches of fluorescent
orange material visible from all sides at all times
while engaged in hunting, A camo-orange hatalone
is notadequate. This applies to all persons while hunt-
ing with a firearm for deer, bear, rabbit, hare, squir-
rel, coyote, fox, railbirds and game birds including
whilein a tree stand. See exceptions below along with
ground blind hunting hunter orange requirements.
Wearing a hunter orange hat is mandatory
when firearm hunting for small game on wild-
life management areas stocked with pheasant or
quail. See list of stocked WMAs, page 55.
Ground blind hunter orange display: All firearm
and archery deer hunters utilizing a ground blind
when a firearm deer season is open must display
200 square inches of hunter orange atop the blind
and visible from all sides or within five feet outside

Exceptions: The hunter orange law does not apply
to waterfowl, crow, wild turkey, coyote/fox (during
the special permit season) or woodchuck, nor bow-
hunters except a bowhunter using a deer decoy must
wear hunter orange, as above, while transporting
a decoy into or out of the woods. During the Six-
day Firearm Deer Season, it is reccommended that
bowhunters wear hunter orange.

Property Damage

Do not hunt in unharvested crops unless first
obtaining permission from the owner. Anyone caus-
ing damage to cultivated crops orchards, fences,
buildings or livestock may be arrested. Violators are
liable for a fine up to $2,000 and restitution to the
property owner in addition to the loss of hunting
privileges for five years.

Safety Zones

No firearm hunter or trapper may hunt or carry
a loaded firearm within 450 feet of a school play-
ground or any building (even if unoccupied) with-
out written permission, in possession, from the
landowner or lessee.

No bowhunter may hunt or carry anocked arrow
within 450 feet of a school playground, or within
150 of a building (even if unoccupied) without writ-
ten permission, in possession from the landowner
or lessee. Persons authorized to bow hunt within
150 feet of a building must hunt from an elevated
position to shoot down toward the ground.

Note: persons authorized to hunt or trap with a
firearm within 450 feet or with a bow within 150 feet
of a building must be in possession of that written
permission while hunting or trapping. Shootingintoa
safety zone s prohibited. (See Safety Zone Awareness,
page 22, for diagram and safety zone explanation.)

Stands and Blinds on
State Parks, Forests

The State Park Service has modified its policy on
the use of hunting tree stands and ground blinds on
state parks, forests and recreation areas where hunt-
ing is allowed.

Sunday Hunting

No person may hunt with firearms or carry a gun
in the woods or fields or on the waters on Sunday
except on semi-wild and commercial shooting pre-
serve lands for the purpose of shooting stocked
game or when using a .22 rifle for dispatching
trapped animals.

Sunday bowhunting for deer is legal only on state
wildlife management areas and private property.

Persons are allowed to hunt raccoon or opossum
on Sunday mornings only between the hours of
12:01 a.m. and one hour before sunrise during the
prescribed season.

Trespass Law

Hunters and trappers must have permission (oral
or written) from the landowner or lessee prior to
entering either posted lands or agricultural lands
(which are not required to be posted).

Hunters must obtain permission to enter posted
land and agriculturalland to recover deer. Hunters
and trappers may not enter unposted land after hav-
ing been forbidden to trespass by the owner, lessee
or occupant either by verbal notice or when the land
has been conspicuously posted with intervisible
signs displayed not fewer than ten to a mile along
the exterior boundaries and at all roads, trails and
rights-of-way entering such land.

If a hunter or trapper is charged with trespass,
they must provide documentation of written per-
mission in court for their defense. See page 37 for
the Hunt/Trap SMART Courtesy Card.

Wanton Waste of Game

It is unlawful for any hunter who kills or wounds
any white-tailed deer, wild turkey, rabbit, squirrel,
pheasant, quail, partridge or waterfowl to refuse
or neglect to make a reasonable effort to retrieve
and lawfully take into possession that animal. It is
unlawful for any hunter to harvest any game animal
and remove from the carcass the head, hide or antlers
and leave the edible portions of the carcass and meat
to waste except for a furbearer, crow or woodchuck.
See Edible Portions Guide on pages 39 and 56.

It is unlawful for any person to dispose of a game
mammal, game bird or wildlife carcass or its parts
along or upon a public right-of-way or road or on
public or private property without the permission of
the owner or tenant or on any wildlife management
area or state park. Make every effort to retrieve
your harvested game. Entrails may be left discreetly
in the field or bagged and properly disposed of in

your household trash. Consume all edible portions.

Wildlife, Possession, Sale

No person shall have in possession a deer, migratory
game bird or turkey that they did not kill unless
it has a label bearing the name, address, phone
number, CID and permit numbers of the person
who killed the deer, migratory game bird or turkey.

Parts of deer possessed, other than shed antlers,
must be from lawfully harvested deer. Proof of

lawful harvest (Confirmation Number or seal)
should be retained for verification. Road-killed deer
with a permit are intended only for consumption;
antler possession from these deer is not legal.

Tt is illegal to capture, kill, injure or have in pos-
session any wild bird other than a game bird. The
sale of wild birds or game animals or parts is pro-
hibited except as described in N.J.S.A. 23:4-27.
For more specific information, refer to our web-
site, NJFishandWildlife.com. No one may rob a
bird’s nest.

All nongame mammals, reptiles, birds and
amphibians are protected. Penalties for taking
these species range from $250-$5,000.

The sale of wild birds and game animals or parts is
prohibited in New Jersey with the following excep-
tions: legally trapped furbearers may be sold plus
the sale of white-tailed deer hides, tails and the
lower portion of the legs is legal. For questions,
contact a regional NJDEP Fish & Wildlife law
enforcement office (see page 16 or 76).

Bobcat pelts from animals legally harvested in
other states may be possessed or sold provided a
CITES tag from the state of harvest is attached.
Fishers legally harvested in other states may be
possessed or sold.

Wildlife, Protected

There is no open season for wild bobwhite quail,
ruffed grouse, bobcat, mourning dove, sandhill
crane, king rail or fisher. For more information
about bobcat (including incidentally trapped) and
fisher, see page 67.

See also Wildlife, Possession and Sales, above.

Youth Hunters

A youth hunter is the possessor of a youth hunting
license who is atleast age 10. Youth licenses are free
to youths ages 10-16 upon completion of a hunter
or trapper education course. Youth hunters receive
a course completion card at the course. See Hunter
and Trapper Education Requirements, page 13; Youth
Licenses, page 8. Visit the Take a Kid Hunting sec-
tion and special youth hunt days, pages 18—19.

Youth hunter status continues until Dec. 31 of the
year in which the youth turns 16. Youth hunters
age 10 through 13 MUST hunt under the direct
supervision of a person who is at least 21 years
old and who has a valid firearm or bow and arrow
license corresponding to the season hunted. Direct
supervision means both the youth hunter and par-
ent/guardian set up together at the same location,
hunting as a unit, not hunting independently. See
also Youth Licenses, page 8.

Hunting with arrows, darts or any other
device propelled by any means that is used
for the purpose of injecting or delivering
any type of drug into an animal.

Possessing a loaded firearm in or on a
motor vehicle, including all-terrain vehicles
(ATVs). Possession of a loaded firearm in
or upon a vehicle is considered proof of
pursuing or taking of wildlife.

Transporting an uncased firearm in or on a
motor vehicle or ATV or transporting a cocked
crossbow in or on a motor vehicle or ATV.

Shooting into a squirrel’s nest.

The removal of the skin or feathers or
mutilation of any wild bird or mammal in
the woods or fields for the purpose of con-
cealing sex or identity is illegal.

In the Delaware Water Gap National
Recreation Area, the following apply:

Baiting is prohibited.

No permanent tree stands or screw-in
steps are permitted.

You cannot possess a loaded firearm while
on any publicly traveled roadway within
the area.

Trapping is prohibited.
No Sunday hunting.

+ Antlered Buck Permits may be used ONLY in a
zone for which you possess an antlerless, zone-
specific permit or DRS Multi-Zone Permit for the
specified season. You may only buy one antlered
buck permit per season.

Bag Limits

+ For all seasons (except Six-day Firearm), properly
licensed and permitted hunters are limited to tak-
ing one antlered buck per season, regardless of the
number of antlerless, zone-specific permits put-
chased, when applicable. NOTE: if two antlered
deer are taken during the Six-day Firearm Season,
the Permit Shotgun buck stub is no longer valid.

+ Baglimits for the Fall Bow and Winter Bow (both
non-permit) seasons are as prescribed for each
zone (see Archery Deer Hunting Seasons table,
page 34) except that once a hunter has met the
bag limit in a given regulation set, he or she may
not harvest additional deer from any zone in that
regulation set or in an identical or more restrictive
(lesser bag limit) regulation set. However, the
hunter may subsequently hunt in a zone with
a more liberal (greater) antlerless bag limit as
described in the regulations.

Firearms, Ammunition

+ See page 28 for Firearms, Bows and Ammunition
Legal for Deer Hunting.

+ While deer hunting with a shotgun, it is illegal
to have in possession any ammunition not autho-
rized for deer hunting,

+ The use of centerfire and rimfire firearms for deer
hunting is prohibited.

+ When hunting during the overlapping firearms
seasons for deer, and when in possession of the
proper permits for the current seasons, hunt-
ers may carry the firearms legal for the current
seasons. For example, when Six-day Firearm and
Permit Muzzleloader seasons overlap, a hunter
may be in possession of a shotgun and either a
muzzleloading rifle or smoothbore muzzleloader.

Only one muzzleloading rifle or smoothbore
muzzleloader may be in possession while deer
hunting, but not both simultaneously.

Blinds and Tree Stands

+ All firearm and archery deer hunters utilizing a
ground blind when an archery and firearm deer
season are open at the same time, must display
200 square inches of hunter orange atop the blind
and visible from all sides or within five feet outside
the blind and higher than the blind or at least
three feet off the ground, whichever is higher.
During these overlapping seasons, bowhunters in
tree stands also should consider wearing hunter
orange. In addition, firearm hunters must always
use hunter orange on a ground blind, except
while turkey and waterfowl hunting.

A ground blind is defined as a temporary, man-
made structure used for the purpose of concealing
from sight a person who is hunting. A ground
blind is not a naturally occurring feature that a
hunter merely uses for concealment.

Decoys and Electronic Devices

+ Persons may hunt with the aid of deer decoys
statewide in those zones open for deer hunting
only during the Fall Bow, Permit Bow and Win-
ter Bow seasons. When carrying or moving deer
decoys for the purpose of hunting, persons must
wear a fluorescent hunter orange hat or outer
garment consisting of at least 200 square inches
of fluorescent hunter orange material, which shall
be visible from all sides as currently required for
firearm deer hunting,

+ It is unlawful to hunt for deer with the aid of an
electronic calling device or any device that casts
a beam of light upon the deer.

Incidental Coyote/Fox Opportunity

+ Properly licensed deer hunters may legally harvest
coyotes or fox incidental to legal deer hunting dur-
ing the Six-day Firearm, Permit Muzzleloader
and Permit Shotgun seasons only if the coyote
or fox is encountered before the hunter has taken
the season bag limit of deer. Incidental hunting of
coyote or fox while deer hunting may resume the
following day, provided that the season remains
open and the season bag limit of deer has not
been reached.

+ Only applicable projectiles used for deer hunt-
ing may be used to take coyote and fox while deer
hunting in the seasons listed.

+ Coyote MUST be reported using the AHR
system; gray fox should also be reported. To

Deer Harvest Trends in New Jersey

New Jersey deer hunters
harvested 35,573 deer during
the 2023-24 seasons.

The harvest for this year’s deer season is
7.2% lower than the 38,324 deer taken
in 2022-23. The antlerless portion of the
2023-24 harvest was 19,387 deer, down
12% from 2022-23. The antlered portion
of the 2023-24 harvest was 16,186 deer,
down 0.6% from 2022-23.

Hunters Helping the Hungry, an organization that has enabled hunters to
provide over two million servings of tasty and nutritious venison to feed
New Jersey families since 1997, needs some help from the public to cover
the costs of professional meat processing.

The program, which donated 24,486 pounds of venison (113,944 servings
from 867 hunter-provided deer) to food banks and charitable organizations
last year alone, operates with limited funding. Butchers who participate

in the Hunters Helping the Hungry program receive $100 to process the
donated deer. Due to recommendations from our friends at the NJ Farm
Bureau working with the NJ Dept. of Agriculture, HHH was awarded a
grant that allows us to waive the hunter's portion of the processing fees for
hunter-donated deer weighing 50 Ibs. or more (dressed hanging weight),
and will continue to allow us to waive the hunter's portion of hunter-
donated deer weighing 50 Ibs. or more in the 2024-25 season. The hunt-
er's fee for deer weighing under 50 Ibs. (dressed hanging weight) is $50.

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What Is Chronic Wasting Disease?

Chronic Wasting Disease (CWD) is a progressive
and fatal neurologic disease affecting members of
the Cervid family such as deer, elk, moose, and
caribou (reindeer). CWD is caused by an infectious
protein called a prion. CWD is always fatal with
no treatment currently available.

How Is CWD Spread?

+ CWD is transmitted directly by animal-to animal
contact or indirectly by contact with a contami-
nated environment. Congregating deer around
food sources greatly increases the risk of spread
where CWD is known to exist.

+ CWD can be spread by the natural movement of
infected animals or by humans movinglive, infected,
captive deer or carcass parts of infected deer.

+ CWD prions are shed from the infected animals
in saliva, blood, feces, and urine.

What is New Jersey Doing to
Prevent CWD?

e Banned the importation of any live cervid
into New Jersey since 2002. Limited the
movement of captive cervids.

e Banned the importation of whole hunter-
killed carcasses.

e Banned the use, sale and possession of
deer-derived scents, lures and deer semen.
Only synthetic scents or natural lures made
from species not in the deer family are legal
for hunting in New Jersey.

NJ Taking Action to Prevent CWD

infected deer, particularly in the brain, eyes, spinal
cord, spleen, tonsils, and lymph nodes.

+ Prions are shed before the animals appear sick and
are known to remain infectious in the environment
for decades where they bind to soil and plants.

What Does CWD Infection Look Like?

+ CWD is only symptomatic in older deer but all
adult deer are susceptible. CWD-infected symp-
tom-free deer are more likely to die from deer-
vehicle collisions, predation, hunters, pneumonia
or other illness, or parasites than healthy deer.

+ Late-stage symptoms include: Emaciation, exces-
sive salivation, lack of muscle coordination, dif-
ficulty in swallowing, excessive thirst, excessive
urination, an exaggerated wide posture, may
stagger and carry the head and ears lowered, dull
expression, and loss of fear of humans.

Why is this helpful?

e CWD continues to be found at captive
cervid facilities in increasing numbers.

e Many states have reported CWD cases
and this is an effort to keep New Jersey
CWD free.

e The infectious prions which cause CWD
are found in urine, and any exposure has
the potential of spreading the disease.
Urine for natural lures is collected from
captive deer in catch pens that contami-
nate urine with feces and saliva which
also contain prions.

Regulations to Stop the Spread of CWD

Whole Deer Carcass Ban

e Hunters are banned from bringing a whole
carcass from any member of the Cervid
family such as deer, elk, moose, and caribou
(reindeer) into New Jersey from ANY other
state or country.

e Hunters are banned from bringing a nontaxi-
dermied head of any member of the Cervid
family into New Jersey from ANY other state
or country.

e ONLY boned-out meat, cleaned skullcaps
and hides, shed antlers, and clean upper
canine teeth of any member of the Cervid
family may be brought into New Jersey.

Deer-Derived Scent And Lure Ban

e Lures and scents made from deer are
banned for sale, possession, and use
while hunting in New Jersey, including
deer urine and deer glandular secretions,
as infectious prions that cause CWD can
be found in these fluids.

e (ONLY synthetic scents or natural lures
made from species not in the deer family
are legal for deer hunting in New Jersey.

e Many synthetic products are readily
available at sporting goods stores and
online retailers. Hunters must use these
products as part of New Jersey'’s effort to
keep CWD out of the state.

+ Prions have been found throughout the body of

If instructed by NJDEP Fish & Wildlife,

shoot the deer and note the exact loca-

tion, if possible with a GPS waypoint.

When hunting in other states,
bring home ONLY:

Cut and wrapped meat (either commer-
cially or privately)

Deboned meat (meat with bones
removed)

Hides with no head attached
Finished taxidermy heads
Antlers with no attached tissue

Clean skulls or skull plates with no
attached lymphoid or brain tissue
(skull plates, antlers or skulls from
which residual brain tissue has been
removed should be soaked in a 30 per-
cent bleach solution for 15 minutes to
destroy the prions.)

Upper canine teeth (also known as
buglers, whistlers or ivories)

When hunting in other states,
DO NOT bring home:

Whole carcass from any member of the
Cervid family such as deer, elk, moose,
and caribou (reindeer)

Nontaxidermied head of any member of
the Cervid family

If you are a nonresident hunter, be
sure to check your home state’s
CWD rules and regulations regarding
importation and transportation of a
harvested deer from another state.

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A CURRENT AND VALID archery or firearm or
all-around sportsman hunting license and a Black
Bear Hunting Permit is required to hunt black bear.
See Black Bear Management Zones page 48; see also
Black Bear Hunting Permits this page.

Youth hunters aged 10 through 13 on or before
Oct. 11,2024, must be under the direct supervision
ofaproperly licensed adult (21 years of age or older)
while bear hunting. The adult must also possess
a black bear hunting permit. Direct supervision
means the youth hunter and the supervising adult
are together at the same location. The youth hunter
may not hunt independently of the adult.

The Black Bear hunting season consists of two
separate segments, Segment A in October, and Seg-
ment B in December. In total, a hunter with valid
permits may harvest up to two bears, one in each
segment. The season baglimit is one bear per permit,
but only one bear may be taken per segment, regard-
less of the number of permits the hunter holds.

Apprentice License holders may NOT hunt
black bear. The skills necessary to hunt black bear
are not commensurate with an introductory hunt-
ing experience as the apprentice license program is
intended to provide.

Regulations in red are new this year.

Black Bear Hunting Permits

Permits are valid for the entire black bear hunting
season, including Segment A in October and Seg-
ment B in December. A hunter may not possess
more than two unfilled permits at any time dur-
ing the entire season; these permits must be for
different zones.

If no bear is taken during Segment A, the
permit(s) is still valid for hunting in Segment B. If
a hunter harvests a bear during Segment A, that
permit is no longer valid, though the hunter may
purchase a permit for that same zone to use during
Segment B, if available when permit sales re-open
on Nov. 1. Hunters who purchase only one permit
prior to the end of Segment A, and do not harvest
a bear during Segment A, may continue to use
that permit during Segment B, plus may purchase
a second permit after Nov. 1 for a different zone.

Hunters who purchase two permits prior to the
end of Segment A and do not fill either permit dur-
ing Segment A may NOT purchase a third permit
when permit sales reopen in November.

Permit sales are broken into two periods:
10 a.m. on Sept. 9—-Oct. 19 and again beginning
at 10 a.m. on Nov. 1 until the end of the season
or until permit quotas are reached. Hunters are
strongly urged to purchase permits during the early
sales period. Permits can be purchased at licenses
agents or online.

Black Bear Hunting
Regulations

+ Black bears under 75 pounds live weight, and
adults in the company of cubs weighing less than
75 Ibs live weight may NOT be harvested.

+ No person shall attempt to take or kill a black
bear or have in their possession or control any
firearm, bow or other weapon of any kind within
300 feet of a baited area. On National Wildlife
Refuges and at the Delaware Water Gap National
Recreation Area, the distribution of bait and/or
hunting over bait is prohibited. Hunters should
also check with the landowner or administrative
agency before placing bait on any hunting area.

+ Firearm black bear hunters must wear a hat of
solid fluorescent orange or an outer garment con-
taining at least 200 square inches of fluorescent
orange material visible from all sides at all times
while bear hunting. If hunting from a blind, 200
square inches of fluorescent orange material must
be atop or adjacent to the blind, as specified under
Hunter Orange, page 24. During the last three
days of Segment A, bowhunters in tree stands
should consider wearing hunter orange.

After Harvesting a Bear -
Mandatory Bear Check
Requirement

Properly licensed hunters who harvest a black bear
shall immediately complete and affix to the bear
hide the “Black Bear Transportation Tag” from
their Black Bear Hunting Permit. Information to
report, on the black bear transportation tag shall
include hunter’s name, address, and Conservation
ID number; date and time of kill; nearest road;
county and municipality of kill; and the sex of the
black bear. When field dressing a black bear, leave
the sex organs intact, attached to the body. A har-
vested black bear may be quartered and brought
out of the field in sections. Hunters shall surrender
the black bear transportation tagand will be issued
a legal possession seal. Bears MUST be brought
to a designated black bear check station on the
day harvested.

Any legally killed black bear recovered too late
to be brought to a designated black bear check sta-
tion by closing time on the date of the kill must be
reported immediately by telephone to the Northern
Region Office, Bureau of Law Enforcement (908)
735-8240. Hunters must leave their name, address,
and a telephone number where they can be reached.

2024 Issue

The hunter will be contacted with instructions for
the bear to be registered and to receive a legal pos-
session seal. To protect the meat from spoilage, the
hunter may retain only the head and hide for check-
ing the next day. Note: within 48 hours after a bear
is checked, a hunter may be required to produce the
meat of the bear or produce records relating to the
location of the meat, such as a butcher shop, upon
request of a conservation police officer. After Satur-
day during the regular season segments or Saturday
during a season extension (if announced), hunters
reporting a bear harvest via the Law Enforcement
recorder will be contacted by a NJDEP Fish &
Wildlife biologist on Sunday to legally check the
bear and to collect biological data.

Turkey Permits

A valid NJ hunting license and turkey permit is
required to hunt turkey. Both are available online
at NJFishandWildlife.com/licensesalessite.htm
or at license agents. (Use this license agent loca-
tor at NJFishand Wildlife.com/dfwlicenseagents.)
Turkey permits are specific to the season (fall or
spring), hunting period and Turkey Hunting Area
(THA). See the turkey regulation chart above for

season and timeframes.

Fall 2024 Turkey Permits

Fall turkey permits are available on a first-come,
first-serve basis beginning at 10 a.m. on Monday,
September 9, 2024. There is no lottery for fall
turkey permits. Permits for specific areas (THAs)
are available until the permit quota is reached or
the season ends.

Spring 2025 Turkey Permits

Spring turkey permits are initially allocated by two
separate lotteries, Lottery 1 and Lottery 2. Hunters

who apply for permits in a lottery have a much
greater chance of receiving their desired area and
period choices than hunters who wait for over-the-
counter sales of leftover permits. A non-refundable
$2 application fee is charged for each lottery appli-
cation. The following are the important deadlines

Pickup, and Over the Counter Sales of Leftover

and unclaimed licenses.

+ Application Period: January 25—February 22.

+ Award notifications: Begin when the lottery is
held, on February 25.

+ Permit pickup: begins February 26. All per-
mits awarded in the lottery must be claimed
by 11:59 p.m. on March 19, 2025. Unclaimed
awarded permits will be redistributed during
over-the-counter sales. Application fee(s) will
not be refunded for unclaimed permits.

+ Over-the-counter sale of leftover permits:
10 a.m. Monday, March 24, 2025 until permits

sell out or the season ends, whichever occurs first.

Application Process

Apply at alicense agent or online. Have your Con-
servation ID number (CID) available. Hunters may
file only one application which allows for up to two
permits, one from each part of the spring turkey
lottery. Hunters have the option to enter up to three
choices for each part, Lottery 1 and Lottery 2. If
you will accept a permit only for one particular
hunting area and period, then complete only a first-
choice selection. Entering a second or third choice
is optional and may be left blank.

Carefully consider your area/period requests
for each lottery! If you request the same turkey
hunting area and period in Lottery 1 and Lottery 2,
you might receive two permits for the identical area
and period combination. Any choice entered for
Lottery 2 should be different than your choice(s) for
Lottery 1 to prevent receiving two permits for the
exact same area/hunting period. Permits will not
be exchanged if you receive the permits requested
on your application.
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REGULATIONS

Regulations in red are new this year.

There is no requirement to select a second or
third choice; these are optional. When an appli-
cant’s first choice cannot be filled, the computer will
check for the second choice listed. If this selection
is also sold out, the computer will check for a third
choicelisted. Lottery 1 and Lottery 2 are completely
random and each lottery awards only ONE permit
— not three. Your chance of winning a permit in
the lottery depends on the number of applicants
and the permit quota (number available) which is
displayed on our website.

Hunters who win a permit in both lotteries
MUST claim BOTH awarded permits.

Permit Application via the Internet—

Before You Start, have ready your:

+ Conservation ID number (CID).

+ Hunting area number with season time period.

+ Paymentas credit card or e-check with checkbook
and bank routing number.

Enter information carefully. Each step allows for
making corrections. Once a transaction is com-
plete, there will be NO refunds or exchanges.

LOTTERY RESULTS

Applicants will be notified of their results. Those
who select email notification are reminded to set
your junk/spam folder to accept this notification.

paid. Internet-claimed permits are subject to an
additional convenience fee.

Leftover (unclaimed) lottery permits and nonlot-
tery permits are available at license agents and
online. During every transaction there are several
opportunities to review your information for accu-
racy. A complete review at each step will allow you
to make corrections, if necessary. Note: Once a
purchase transaction is complete there will be NO
refunds or exchanges.

IMPORTANT: If a hunter is awarded permits
from both Lottery 1 and Lottery 2, the hunter must
claim (purchase) both permits, even if they are for
the same area/hunting period.

Fill out the Wild Turkey Transportation Card (part of your permit)
except the Confirmation Number which will be assigned automatically when the turkey is reported. Attach the Wild Turkey Transportation Card to the
turkey. The tag must include the hunter's CID, date and Turkey Hunting Area (THA) of harvest.

2. Record the turkey's sex, age and take measurements of the beard and longer spur, if applicable. Measure before starting the harvest report process to
have your answers ready. See sexing, aging and measuring wild turkeys at dep.nj.gov/njfw/hunting/ahrs-turkey/.

» Use a ruler, tape measure or a dollar bill (which is 6 inches in length) to determine if the beard is less than, equal to or greater than 6 inches in
length. Measure the beard from the skin at its base to the end of the longest filament.

» Additionally, measure the longest spur to determine if the spur is less than, equal to or greater
than 1/2 inch. Measure the spur from the very base where it meets the leg scales to the very tip.

3. Report your harvest via the Automated Harvest Reporting System (AHRS) (by phone or online as
printed on every hunting license and permit.) Upon reporting, you will receive a Confirmation
Number. Record the assigned Confirmation Number on your Turkey Harvest Report
Card. Retain the Confirmation Number as long as the turkey or its parts are in possession. If you
incorrectly report your harvest please call NJDEP Fish & Wildlife at 609-223-6048 or email
NJTurkey@dep.nj.gov.

If unable to access the Automated Harvest Reporting System by the designated time, the turkey
shall be reported immediately by telephone to the nearest NJDEP Fish & Wildlife Law Enforcement
office listed on page 18. You must continue to call the AHRS until you receive a Confirmation Num-

r I Yhe target shooting and hunting
community prides itself on being safe
and responsible with firearms in all

situations—from using them outdoors to storing

them safely at home. Sometimes, however,
unusual conditions such as extremely dry

environments require an extra level of awareness
and safety on the part of shooters.

Wildfires have many possible causes. The National
Shooting Sports Foundation, the trade association
for the firearms and ammunition industry, reminds
all shooters that during dry and hot weather
conditions their use of certain ammunition and
targets could accidentally ignite a wildfire. NSSF
reminds all target shooters and hunters, as well

as other outdoor enthusiasts, to consider the
potential consequences of their activities in fire-
prone environments.

('Make it a point to know the )
regulations and rules related to
shooting in areas experiencing dry
and hot conditions, whether on public
or private land or at shooting ranges.
Many national forests, for example, do
not allow recreational shooting when
fire restrictions are in effect.

Consider the type of ammunition and
targets you are using. Minimize the

risk of fires by not using steeljacketed
ammunition, ammunition with steel-core
components, tracer rounds or exploding
targets in fire-prone areas.

Remember that equipment, such as
cars and ATVs, can have extremely
hot exhaust systems that could
ignite dry vegetation, so park only in
designated areas.

Extinguish and dispose of smoking
materials safely.

Follow guidelines to extinguish
campfires.

* Warn others of potential dangers and
behaviors for starting wildfires.

Report any wildfire you see to
authorities.

* Spread this message to other target
\shooters, hunters and outdoor enthusiasts.

Small Game Hunting

landowner to clarify areas open for hunting prior
to arriving on-site.

Most wildlife management areas, and select
state parks, forests, and recreation areas are open
to licensed hunters without requiring written per-
mission. Some areas within specific properties may
be closed.

A list of state park and forest lands open for
hunting with links to hunting maps can be found
at nj.gov/dep/parksandforests/hunting/.

Bobwhite Quail (Closed)

The season for hunting wild bobwhite quail is
closed statewide. Pen-raised quail may only be
hunted at Greenwood Forest and Peaslee WMA
and on properly licensed commercial and semi-wild
shooting preserves.

No person may release bobwhite quail on
Buckshutem, Dix, Egg Island, Fortescue, Millville
(Bevans), Nantuxent or New Sweden WMAs (all in
Cumberland County), or on Stafford Forge WMA
in Ocean County.

If you encounter a bobwhite or capture an image
on your trail camera, please complete and submit
a sighting report at dep.nj.gov/njfw/upland-game-
bird-survey/. A report can also be filed with the
eBird app.

Ruffed Grouse (Closed)

The season for hunting ruffed grouse is closed
statewide. If you encounter a grouse or capture
an image on your trail camera, please complete and
submit a brief sighting report (see bobwhite quail,
above). You may also file a report with the app eBird.

A separate $2 permit is required and may be pur-

chased at license agents or online at NJFishand-

Wildlife.com/licensesalessite.htm beginning when

the 2025 license year sales start, on December 2.

A valid hunting license is required to purchase a

special permit. The special permit season is for

stand hunting and calling in predators.

You do not need to purchase a special permit to
hunt coyote and fox if you are only bowhunting or
wish to chase these animals with hounds. However,
the special permit does allow the hunter to use
weapon types not available to the traditional small
game hunter. The special permit allows predator
hunters to:

+ Use larger shot sizes (“BB” to #3 Buck) in 10-20
gauge shotguns during daylight.

+ Hunt at night with 10-12 gauge shotgun using
#4 fine to “T” shot.

+ Use certain small caliber modern rifles or a muz-
zleloading rifle during daylight (use requires a
valid Rifle Permit).

+ Hunt for canines without wearing hunter orange.

When hunting under the provisions of the special
permit, you must also have a manual or electronic
predator call. Baiting and using dogs is prohibited
under the permit provisions.

Coyote and Fox, Incidental Harvest

by Turkey or Deer Hunters

Turkey hunters may take the opportunity to harvest
coyote only (fox harvest is prohibited) during any
turkey season; however, the hunter may not:

+ Have any type of coyote call in their possession.
+ Have any coyote decoys.

+ Take any action intended to attract a coyote.

Deer hunters may, during any firearm deer season,
take the opportunity to harvest coyote or fox with

weapons and ammunition normally restricted to

hunting deer, unless:

+ You are hunting from a tree stand or other struc-
ture within 300 feet of a baited area. (Also applies
to bowhunters.)

+ You have taken the season bag limit of deer.

or turkey — all coyote harvests must be reported

by 8 p.m. on the day of harvest via the Automated

Harvest Report System (AHRS) either:

Summary of
Federal Regulations

The following is a synopsis of Federal Regulations
that pertain to the hunting of migratory game birds.

No persons shall take

migratory game birds:

+ By the aid of baiting, or on or over any baited area,
where a person knows or reasonably should know
that the area is or has been baited. Baiting means
the direct or indirect placing, exposing, deposit-
ing, distributing, or scattering of salt, grain, or
other feed that could serve as a lure or attraction
for migratory game birds to, on, or over any areas
where hunters are attempting to take them. Baited
area means any area on which salt, grain, or other
feed has been placed, exposed, deposited, distrib-
uted, or scattered, if that salt, grain, or other feed
could serve as a lure or attraction for migratory
game birds to, on, or over areas where hunters are
attempting to take them. Any such area will remain
a baited area for ten days following the complete
removal of all such salt, grain, or other feed.

+ With a trap, snare, net, rifle, pistol, swivel gun,
shotgun larger than 10 gauge, punt gun, battery
gun, machine gun, fish hook, poison, drug, explo-
sive, or stupefying substance;

+ With a shotgun of any description capable of
holding more than three shells, unless it is plugged
with a one-piece filler, incapable of removal with-
out disassembling the gun, so its total capacity
does not exceed three shells. Exceptions: In New
Jersey, shotguns capable of holding no more
than 7 shells are permitted during the Septem-
ber Canada goose season and the Light Goose
Conservation Order.

+ From or by means, aid, or use of a sinkbox or any
other type of low floating device, having a depres-
sion affording the hunter a means of concealment
beneath the surface of the water;

+ From or by means, aid, or use of any motor vehicle,
motor-driven land conveyance, or aircraft of any
kind, except that paraplegics and persons missing
one or both legs may take from any stationary motor
vehicle or stationary motor-driven land conveyance;

+ From or by means of any motorboat or other craft
having a motor attached, or any sailboat, unless
the motor has been completely shut offand/or the
sails furled, and its progress there from has ceased.
Exception: crippled birds may be shot from craft
under power in the Special Sea Duck Area.

By the use or aid of live birds as decoys; although
not limited to, it shall be a violation of this para-
graph for any person to take migratory waterfowl
on an area where tame or captive live ducks or
geese are present unless such birds are and have
been for a period of 10 consecutive days prior to
such taking, confined within an enclosure which
substantially reduces the audibility of their calls
and totally conceals such birds from the sight of
wild migratory waterfowl;

By the use or aid of recorded or electrically ampli-
fied bird calls or sounds, or recorded or electri-
cally amplified imitations of bird calls or sounds.
Exceptions: In New Jersey, hunters can use
electronic calls during: crow season, Septem-
ber Canada goose season and the Light Goose
Conservation Order.

By means or aid of any motor driven land, water,
or air conveyance, or any sailboat used for the
purpose of or resulting in the concentrating, driv-
ing, rallying, or stirring up of any migratory bird.

+

+

+

Tagging requirement—No person shall put or
leave any migratory game birds at any place (other
than at his personal abode), or in the custody of
another person for picking, cleaning, processing,
shipping, transportation, or storage (including
temporary storage), or for the purpose of having
taxidermy services performed, unless such birds
have a tag attached, signed by the hunter, stating
his address, the total number and species of birds,
and the date such birds were killed. Migratory
game birds being transported in any vehicle as the
personal baggage of the possessor shall not be con-
sidered as being in storage or temporary storage.

Custody of birds of another—No person shall
receive or have in custody any migratory game birds
belonging to another person unless such birds are

properly tagged.

Species identification requirement—No per-
son shall transport within the United States any
migratory game birds, except doves and band-tailed
pigeons, unless the head or one fully feathered wing
remains attached to each such bird at all times while

being transported from the place where taken until
they have arrived at the personal abode of the pos-
sessor or a migratory bird preservation facility.

New Jersey
State Regulations

State laws and regulations may be more stringent
but not more lenient than those prescribed in fed-
eral regulations (50 CFR Part 20). See General
Hunting Regulations, page 22.

Restrictions:

a. Migratory bird hunting is not permitted on
Sunday in New Jersey.

b. No person may take rails or snipe while pos-
sessing shot other than non-toxic shot.

c. 'The starting time to hunt waterfowl on open-
ing day of pheasant season (Nov. 9, 2024) is
8 a.m. on wildlife management areas stocked
with pheasant and quail except the tidal waters
or marshes of those WMAs. See page 55 for
pheasantand quail stocked WMA . The start-
ing time to hunt waterfowl on opening day of
the pheasant season conforms to the regular
start time (e.g. '/2 hr. before sunrise) on private
land, tidal marshes, WMAs not stocked with
pheasant and quail, and the tidal marsh por-
tions of pheasant and quail stocked WMAs.

d. There shall be no open season for hunting any
game birds or animals including migratory
waterfowl:

» Inor on the shores of the Shark River in Mon-
mouth County.

» In that portion of the Manasquan River from
the ocean inlet upstream to Route 70 bridge.

» On Herring Island and that portion of Bar-
negat Bay lying between northern and south-
ern tips of Herring Island easterly to adjacent
shoreline of Mantoloking Boro, Ocean County.

» On Parker Creek and Oceanport Creek, Mon-
mouth County, or the shores thereof, southwest
or upstream of the Conrail R.R. bridge.

» On the non-tidal portions of Cox Hall Creek
WMA in Cape May County.

» In the waters or shoreline of Barnegat Inlet
westward from the COLREGS Demarcation
Line; to the north end of Broadway in Barnegat
Light; then northwest to Red Buoy 14 in the
channel (39.763783 N; 074.109283 W); then

In New Jersey, no person may take ducks, geese, brant, coots, rails, snipe or moorhens while
possessing shot other than approved non-toxic shot which includes: steel, tungsten-iron, tung-
sten-polymer, tungsten-matrix, tungsten-nickel-iron, tungsten-iron-nickel-tin, tungsten-bronze,
tungsten-iron-polymer, bismuth-tin, copper-clad iron, tungsten-iron-copper-nickel, tungsten-tin-
iron, corrosion-inhibited copper shot, and tungsten-tin-bismuth shot types. Shot size may not
exceed Size T (0.200 inch) for waterfowl. See https://www.ecfr.gov/current/title-50/chapter-1/
subchapter-B/part-20#p-20.21(j)(1) for more information. For crows and woodcock, shot size
may not exceed Size #4 and although lead shot is permitted, hunters are encouraged to use

Veterans/Active Military Waterfowl Hunting Days

Nov. 2, 2024 — Statewide Veterans & Active Military Day

Feb. 1, 2025 — Statewide Joint Veterans & Active Military
and Youth Waterfowl Hunt Day

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service allowed states to choose special hunting days for Veterans and
Active Military personnel in recognition of their service to our country. Waterfowl hunting outside the
regular season is allowed on the day(s) officially designated as “Veterans/Active Military Waterfow!
Day.” New Jersey has two Veterans/Active Military Hunting Days, one of which runs concurrent with
a special Youth Hunting Day.

Active Military includes members of Armed Forces on active duty, including National Guard and
Reserves (other than active duty for training). Veterans includes those who served in the active
military, naval or air service and who were discharged or released therefrom under conditions other
than dishonorable. Participants in Veterans/Active Military Waterfowl Hunting Days must carry while
hunting one of the documents which applies to their status to be eligible to participate:

1. Active military identification card

2. Copy of honorable discharge certificate DD-214

Participants must have a hunting license, HIP certification, and state and federal duck stamps.

Bag limits for these days include ducks, geese, brant, mergansers, coots and gallinules. Bag limits

are the same as those allowed in the regular season in each zone except the scaup limit
is 2 per day.

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Tuckahoe WMA Managed Waterfowl Hunt

As part of NJDEP Fish & Wildlife’s R3 Program’s initiative to Recruit, Retain and Reactivate hunters,
a plan was presented to implement the State's first managed waterfowl hunts at the Tucka-
hoe Wildlife Management Area (WMA). In September of 2019, the Fish and Game Council approved
this new opportunity on the heels of a cooperative, five-year habitat restoration project that was
completed during the winter of 2017-18. Due to a delay from Covid-19, the program was started in
the fall of 2021.

Managed waterfowl hunting opportunities are a common practice across the country that seek

to maximize waterfowl use and provide a quality hunting experience. This is done by providing an
attractive forage base for waterfowl and reducing the disturbance waterfowl experience by limiting
hunting pressure.

The objectives of this plan are to: How to Apply:

1) Improve the overall quality of waterfowl hunting at the Tuckahoe WMA
impoundments.

A lottery application process will be in effect to access hunting blinds and
delineated hunting zones established at the three Tuckahoe impoundments.
There will be NO FEE associated with the application process. A decoy
loaner program will be available for those new to waterfowl hunting, as
needed. A current license, HIP Certification, and state and federal stamps
are required.

2) Provide an opportunity for newly recruited or less experienced water-
fowl hunters.

3) Provide new and improved experiences for current waterfowl hunters.

4) Provide an opportunity that alleviates access and overcrowding con-
straints that negatively impact waterfowl hunters' experiences.

Rifles, including muzzleloading rifles, are not
allowed for hunting woodchucks on WMAs.

Motor Vehicles and Other
Forms of Conveyance

No person shall operate an unregistered vehicle
on any WMA. All motor vehicles are restricted to
established public roads and parking areas.

All motor boats must be properly registered
and have all the required safety equipment. (See
Outboard Motors, below.)

The use of dog sleds, dog carts, off road vehicles,
ATYVs, trail bikes or snowmobiles is prohibited
onall WMAs unless authorized by NJDEP Fish
& Wildlife. E-bikes are allowed up to 750 watts.
For mountain bike and paddleboard regula-
tions, visit dep.nj.gov/njfw/wildlife/wildlife-
management-area-regulations/.

Outboard Motors

Only electric motors are allowed on freshwater
lakes and ponds on WMAs with the exception of
Union Lake where an outboard motor, not exceed-
ing 9.9 hp, may be used. On Prospertown Lake, only
manually operated boats and canoes are allowed.

Alltitled boats must also be registered. Any boat
mechanically propelled, regardless of length, must
be registered. All boats greater than 12 feet, regard-
less of propulsion means, must be titled and reg-
istered. A boat license and New Jersey boat safety
certificate are required to operate a power vessel
on non-tidal waters of New Jersey. A boat license
is not required for non-powered vessels.

Restricted Hours

Wildlife management areas are closed from 9 p.m.
until 5a.m. unless engaged in lawful hunting, fishing or
trappingactivities. Special permission may be granted
for NJDEP Fish & Wildlife-approved activities.

Target Practice

Only archery, shotgun, muzzleloading shotgun, muz-

zleloading rifle, airgun (177 and .22 caliber), rimfire

rifle (22 and .17 caliber), and centerfire rifle up to and
including .30 caliber shooting is allowed in designated
hunter training ranges according to regulations posted

at the training area. See WMA Ranges, page 21.
WDMA ranges types, statewide:

+ Shotgun Range: for use with clay birds and pat-
terning of fine shot;

+ Archery Range: approved backstops at select
ranges, no broadheads allowed unless a user
brings their own target;

+ Muzzleloader Rifle Range: for sighting in with
shotgun slugs or buckshot, .17 or .22 caliber
rimfire rifles, air guns and muzzleloaders; no
other firearms allowed.

+ Centerfire Rifle Range: See page 21 for ranges
and requirements to sight in with shotgun slugs
or buckshot, .17 or .22 caliber rimfire and air
guns, muzzleloader and centerfire rifles up to and
including .30 caliber. No other firearms allowed.

Unmanned Aerial
Vehicles or Drones

The use of an unmanned aerial vehicle (UAV) or
droneis prohibited on WMAs. A UAV is computer-
controlled for nearly their entire flight either autono-
mously or remote-controlled by a pilot and has the
capacity for autonomous flight and navigation. See
Drones, page 23, for additional regulations.

Waterfowl Blinds

All waterfowl hunting blinds, except for those blinds
constructed by NJDEP Fish & Wildlife for agency-
sanctioned waterfowl hunting program, on state
WMAs, including those constructed by a hunter,
shall be available for public use on a first-come, first-
served basis. No permanent waterfowl blinds, includ-
ing pit blinds, shall be constructed, hunted from or
used in any manner on any of the following WMAs:

2. Black River 9. Beaver Swamp
3. Colliers Mills 10. Sedge Island
4, Hainesville 11. Salem River
5. Tuckahoe 12. Prospertown

Any blind used in these WMAs must be portable
and shall be completely removed at the day's end.

Farmer License Exemption

Farmers and the immediate members of their fam-
ily who also reside on the farm may hunt, trap and
fish on the farm without being licensed or pos-
sessing a valid rifle permit. This exemption does
not apply to a tenant or employee who is not an
immediate family member. All fish and wildlife
laws and regulations, season dates and baglimits
that apply to the hunting and fishing seasons
also apply to farmers. All harvest tagging and
reporting requirements apply; use self-made tags
where appropriate.

in-law of the farm owner or lessee who reside on
the farm. All hunting, fishing and trapping laws
must be followed.

CID Requirement

All farmers hunting deer must have a Conservation
Identification Number (CID). Farmers who already
receive free farmer deer, turkey, or bear permits,
and farmers who have purchased a huntinglicense/
permit and/or freshwater fishing license since 2006
already have an assigned, permanent CID.

Register for a free CID# online at the link below.
No purchase is required but you must create a
profile in our online license sales site. From our
homepage at NJFishandWildlife.com, click on the
Licenses & Permits button to enter our License
Sales Site. Follow the instructions to create a pro-
file. Your 9-digit CID will display on screen once
your profile has been completed.

Farmers must follow all the same harvest
reporting regulations as for non-farmers. Occu-
pant farmers who are exempt from the license
requirement will not have tags for Fall Bow, Six-
Day Firearm or Winter Bow seasons. Immediately
upon harvest, make a paper tag or use the Deer
Transportation Tag on page 29. When reporting
your occupant farmer deer harvest, select the Tam
a farmer without tags' option. For harvest report-
ing information on deer, see page 32; for turkey,
see page 52. To report a deer harvest, call (855)

Hunting Permits for Farmers

The occupant of a farm may allow his or her dog
to run at large on land he or she occupies, except
while any deer season is open.

Farmers must possess the appropriate permit
to legally hunt the farm during any hunting or
trapping season which requires a permit. Per-
mits are provided free to all qualified farmers

Farmer Application period: June 1-August 31.

New farmers must submit an application to obtain
free turkey, deer permits. Applications are avail-
able on our website at dep.nj.gov/njfw/hunting/
information-for-farmers/ under Farmer Certifica-
tion Application for Deer and Turkey Permits. Print
out both pages and use the instruction sheet to fill
out the application. Applications are also available
at your local county agricultural extension office.

Once approved, farmers may claim their farmer
permits online (self-print on plain paper) or at any
license agent. The dates when permits will become
available are listed below.

Farmer Deer Permits

+ Farmers may claim deer permits beginning
MONDAY, Sept. 9,2024 at 10 a.m. at any license
agent or via the internet sales site.

+ Approved farmers are eligible for one free antler-
less bow, shotgun, and muzzleloader permit and
one free Antlered Buck Permit for each of the
three permit seasons. If a farmer claims their
FARMER Buck Permit, they cannot purchase
aregular Antlered Buck Permit. Likewise, if a
farmer first purchases an Antlered Buck Permit,
the farmer cannot claim a Farmer Buck Permit.
The Antlered Buck Permitis valid for any zone in
which the farmer has an antlerless zone-specific
permit for the season.

+ Two types of farmer permits—occupant and non-
occupant farmer as identified below—allow the
applicant to decide for which permit it is easiest
to qualify. Farmers who must change the occu-
pancy status for their deer permit should call
(609) 292-1473.

+ Farmers may also purchase regular deer permits
in addition to the free farmer permits. If hunting
elsewhere from the farm on which you reside, a
valid hunting license is required. See Deer Permit
Information, page 37.

OCCUPANT FARMER DEER PERMITS

+ Applicants must be the owner, lessee or mem-
bers of the immediate family who reside on the
farm property. Land must be at least five acres,
tax assessed as farmland. Occupant permits are
valid only on the farm property where the appli-
cant resides.

NON-OCCUPANT FARMER DEER PERMITS

+ Applicants are not required to live on the farm
property. Farmer(s) and immediate family may
qualify, up to a total of five people. Must actively
till at least 30 acres of land which is tax-assessed
as farmland. Woodlots do not qualify.

+ To apply for leased farmland, a copy of all leases
authorizing the agricultural and bunting uses of the
land must be attached to the application.

+ Non-occupant permits are valid only on private
land within the deer management zone designated
on the permit and are not valid on public lands
within that zone.

+ Anapplicant who lives on a farm and actively tills
at least 30 acres may apply either as an occupant
or a non-occupant.

+ A valid hunting license must be in possession in
order to claim Non-occupant Farmer Permits.

Farmer Turkey Permits
Farmers may claim fall season turkey permits
beginning MONDAY, Sept. 9, 2024 at 10 a.m.
at any license agent. Farmer Turkey Permits are
only for Occupant Farmers on their farm prop-
erty. Farmers may claim 2025 spring season turkey
permits beginning MONDAY, March 24, 2025 at
10 a.m. If you experience a problem obtaining the
fall permit at a license agent, call (609) 292-1473.
Fall Turkey Season is now open in all Turkey
Hunting Areas. Farmers may also purchase regular
turkey permits in addition to the free farmer permits.

Wildlife Damage Other Than Deer,

Black Bear, Turkey, Geese

Farmers and immediate family, their lessees
occupying or farming their land or their farming
employees may kill squirrel, raccoon, opossum,
skunk, weasel, crows, woodchuck, gray fox, red fox
or coyote on farm property at any time when found
destroying livestock or crops. However, they must
use legal firearms, ammunition and are subject to
state law and local ordinance.

For woodchuck only, shot not larger than #4
Buckshot may be used to control woodchucks
causing damage.

A regional NJDEP Fish & Wildlife Law Enforce-
ment office must be notified within 24 hours of

killing a coyote. See Telephone Directory page 76.

New Jersey’s Outstanding Deer Program showcases the fine quality deer
produced in the Garden State while recognizing the hunters who harvested
them with a bow, crossbow, shotgun or muzzleloading rifle. Our Program
follows the measuring standards developed by the Boone and Crockett Club.
This scoring system gives credit to antler length, spread, number of points,
mass and symmetry.

Joining the program’s regular Open Division is a Youth Division for hunters
ages 10—16 with eased entry requirements reduced by 10 points (inches) for
all Antler categories and a reduction in the Weight category requirements by
10 or 20 pounds for doe and buck, respectively. (See table below for minimum
entry requirements.)

Legally harvested deer must be taken under the Boone and Crockett-
defined rules of fair chase. Deer taken from enclosed hunting lands are
not eligible.

Applications are due Dec. 1 — NO EXCEPTIONS. No entry fee.

All deer must be scored by an official measurer. Visit our website at
dep.nj.gov/njfw/hunting/outstanding-white-tailed-deer-program/ for pro-
gram background, rules, score/entry forms plus a list of official measurers.
(See page bottom at Entering the Outstanding Deer Program.)

Don’t wait for the approaching deadline to schedule with an official mea-
surer. Racks waiting at the taxidermy shop can be “borrowed” for scoring
then returned to the taxidermist for mounting. A rack is easier and safer to
transport and measure than a mount. Ask your taxidermist to have the mount
completed by Jan. 31 to be ready for the 2025 Deer Classic. (See page 72.)

Weight categories recognize exceptional body size as determined by the
field-dressed weight, all vitals removed. See chart for minimum eligible
weights. Bucks must be weighed on a certified scalet (no truck scales*™) with
the weighmaster’s signature on a letterhead receipt or on the entry form, avail-
able on our website. Does must be weighed either on a NJDEP Fish & Wildlife
regional office scale or on a certified scale with signature proof, as above.

Any propetly licensed hunter, resident or non-resident, is eligible to enter
their deer harvested from the previous year’s bunting seasons. Deer must be
taken in accordance with New Jersey wildlife laws and regulations.

Official entry consists of the original score sheet, hunter information page
plus a clear photo of the hunter with their deer, preferably a field photo from
the day of harvest. Forms with instructions are available on dep.nj.gov/njfw/
hunting/entering-the-outstanding-white-tailed-deer-program/.
