This introductory workshop will cover fish biology; how to set up equipment; safety 
practices; bait and tackle choices; how to cast; and fishing regulations.  

Participants will put their new skills to practice with a fishing experience.   

The program is open to children ages 10 and older. Those under the age 18 must be accompanied by a parent or 
guardian who will be actively fishing alongside the child. 

All bait, tackle and equipment will be provided, however participants aged 16 and over will need to  
purchase a  2025 NJ Fishing License prior to participating in the workshop. This is a catch and release fishing 
workshop.
