NJDEP anticipates primarily funding pilot electrification projects, including the replacement of
heavy-duty vehicles/engines such as buses, trucks, and non-road equipment in urban areas
disproportionately impacted by diesel emissions, as well as electric vehicle charging/fueling
infrastructure installation in strategic locations across the state.

The three requested SADPW HD EV trucks (2 HD EV Garbage Trucks; 1 HD EV Hook (Dumpster/Roll-Off) Truck) to replace the three existing SADPW Diesel trucks (2 Diesel
Garbage Trucks; 1 Diesel Hook (Dumpster/Roll-Off) Truck) shall be utilized primarily for the collection and disposal of residential and municipal garbage and debris, as well as
support of local first responders during times of emergency, crisis and disaster in the City of South Amboy. The one SASC HD EV ADA Passenger Bus shall be primarily utilized
for the continuing local and regional transportation of South Amboy's Senior Citizens. The replacement of the three SADPW Diesel Trucks with three HD EV Trucks and one
SASC Diesel Passenger Bus with one HD EV ADA Passenger Bus shall also benefit the air quality of adjacent and nearby communities (e.g.: Sayreville; Old Bridge; Perth
Amboy) as a result of the reduction of Hydrocarbons, CO, NOx, SO and diesel particulates currently having resulted from annual petrolium-based fuel emissions, as well as from
mutual aid provided by SADPW HD EVs and SASC ADA Passenger Bus during times of emergency, crisis and disaster in support of their own first responders.

Demonstrated success in implementing similar projects?

While the City of South Amboy had not previously purchased or operated Heavy Duty Electric Vehicles or
Heavy Duty Slow Charge Stations, it has purchased and continues to operate other Heavy Duty Vehicles,
as well as numerous Capital Projects over the years. This is South Amboy's first effort to obtain and
operate Heavy Duty Electric Vehicles and HD EV Slow Charge Stations for public service (South Amboy
Department of Public Works: Residential and Municipal Garbage and Debris Collection and Removal;
South Amboy Senior Center: ADA Passenger Transportation). With the support of 2020 NJDEP VWS
BMP grant funds, South Amboy shall be fully able to purchase, operate, effectively utilize and maintain
the four HD EVs and four HD EV Slow Charge Stations by an estimated September 2021, if not sooner.
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If your proposed project involves alternative fuels, provide a demonstration of current or
future plans to provide adequate refueling infrastructure.

Currently, the City of South Amboy does not currently have plans for alternative fuels,
other than the four (4) HD EV Slow Charge Stations requested in this 2020 NJDEP
VWS BMP HD EV Project Proposal. This is not to say viable opportunities to utilize
alternative fuels and develop respective infrastructure shall not be considered in the
future.

Has your organization been approved to receive and expend any other grant funds related to

As to the costs for the needed electric utility power supply upgrade to the SADPW Garage and installation of the four (4) HD EV Slow
Charge Stations at the same location, the City of South Amboy shall provide up to $50,000.00 of estimated costs in addition to the
2020 NJDEP VWS BMP grant award, as needed.

Similarly, should additional costs be required for the purchase of the four HD EVs [two (2) HD EV Garbage Trucks; one (1) SADPW HD
EV Hook (Dumpster/Roll-Off) Truck); one HD EV ADA Passenger Bus] to replace the three existing SADPW Diesel Trucks and one
SASC Diesel Passenger Bus, the City of South Amboy shall provide funds beyond the 2020 NJDEP VWS BMP grant award.

Also, the City of South Amboy shall be responsible for the daily operation, maintenance and repair of the four (4) HD EVs, as well as
the four (4) HD EV Slow Charge Stations to be installed and utilized at the SADPW Garage.

Furthermore, the City of South Amboy shall be responsible for costs ($40K est.) incurred for requisite documentation and reports in
regard to the four (4) HD EVs and four (4) HD EV Slow Charge Stations, as well as the destruction and disposal of the three (3)
respective SADPW Diesel Vehicles and and one (1) SASC Diesel Vehicle as required by the 2020 NJDEP VWS BMP Program.

2020 Asthma in New Jersey

In New Jersey over 600,000 adults (9.0%) and 167,000 children (8.7%) are currently estimated to have asthma, which vehicle emissions and diesel particulates help to create as well as
exacerbate. Asthma is a chronic disease that affects the airways that carry oxygen in an out of the lungs. Asthma cannot be cured, but it can be controlled with an effective medical management
plan and avoidance of environmental or occupational triggers. Asthma affects all races, ages and genders. More boys have asthma than girls, but in adulthood, more women are diagnosed with
asthma than men. Blacks, Hispanics, Frail, Elderly and urban residents are more likely to be affected with asthma symptoms, as are individuals with a family history of the disease and related
conditions. This is the case in Middlesex County, which is among the six top counties with the highest Numerators (3,087) and Denominators (829,685) for Asthma Hospitalizations and
Emergency Department Visits in NJ. Of Middlesex County communities, South Amboy is among the top three for Age-adjusted Asthma ED visit rate per 100,000 residents 2008-2012, the five
highest rates of Asthma in Middlesex County, with rates greater than 1.5 times the state average. (Sources: NJ State Health Assessment Date; NJ Department of Health (NJDOH)/NJ Asthma
Awareness and Education Program (AAEP) Asthma In New Jersey Report; NJDOH Environmental Public Health Tracking Project). Locally, regionally and throughout NJ, this is compounded by
the continuing rates of COVID-19, deteriorated surface transportation infrastructure, as well as manufacturing and chemical industries. South Amboy's current COVID-19 rate of 217/18 (Source:
Home News Tribune 7/19/20 edition) is relatively high for a community of its size and population compared to those similar in Middlesex County (e.g.: Spotswood 99/4; Dunellen 204/9; Metuchen
134/3). Obtaining HD EVs supported by HD EV SCSs via the 2020 NJDEP VWS BMP shall contribute toward South Amboy's continuing efforts to address local and regional respiratory health
issues. Earlier this year (2020) the City of South Amboy, with the support and participation of the South Amboy Green Team, initiated its first public, citywide, Anti-Vaping Program to help prevent
exposure and vulnerability to Asthma and other respiratory ilinesses by adolescents and young adults. According to the American Lung Association State of the Air Report the Air Quality of
Middlesex County is rated F and is the sixth of eleven NJ counties. Also, it has had thirteen unhealthy days with 12 rated Orange Alert and one rated Red Alert because of Bad Air Quality during
2019. The air quality of South Amboy has decreased 58% as to Unhealthy for Sensitive Groups since 2015. Also, the Air Quality Index Pollution Summary for South Amboy as to CO, SO2, PM10
and PM2.5 has averaged 40.015 during the period of 2015-2019.

Despite steady growth of residential development and respective populations, as well as ethnic and cultural diversity over the past 20+ years, there has been a slower
increase of South Amboy's limited light industrial and manufacturing base, reflective of the national trend in older, urban and semi-urban, NJ and Mid-Atlantic American
communities. Also, recent, unexpected costs have been incurred for compliance with COVID-19 mandates, requirements and guidelines for first responders and
municipal employees, resulting in additional strain and challenges to the 2020 annual budget, as well as as for subsequent years as a precaution.

Local, municipal budget decisions for additional funds are made with careful discretion and face critical reviews by the Municipal Council, following a highly competitive
process with other municipal departments, Public Schools of South Amboy Township and the Dowdell Public Library of South Amboy. Increasing utility, labor, insurance,
facility maintenance and supply costs also present challenges to currently limited resources. However, as a result of significant residential, commercial, light industrial
and transportation projects currently in progress, the population of the South Amboy is anticipated to swell to more than 10,000 by 2020, as well as a resultant increase of
economic and demographic diversity. Persons at Poverty Level: (9.0%) 797. Foreclosure Rate: (4%) 139. NJDCA MRI (2017): MRI Score: -1.40 Distress Score: 31.4
MRI Rank: 174 Tier 3.

As a registered Sustainable Jersey community, South Amboy is pursuing this 2020 NJDEP VWS BMP grant opportunity to obtain and utilize four Heavy Duty Electric
Vehicles and four HD EV Slow Charge Stations as a viable green/sustainable action to reduce municipal diesel emission pollutants (CO; NOx) and particulates to
improve the quality of life in the City, as well as in adjacent and nearby communities. The four (4) Heavy Duty Electric Vehicles (Two HD EV Garbage Trucks; One HD EV
Hook (Dumpster/Roll-Off Truck; One HD EV ADA Passenger Bus) and four HD EV SCSs shall be utilized for local public service (South Amboy Department of Public
Works: Regularly- Scheduled Residential and Municipal Garbage and Debris Collection and Removal). Also, the three SADPW HD EVs shall be utilized during times of
emergency, crisis and disaster in support of local first responders to help collect, remove as dispose of debris and detritus from roadways and other public infrastructure
(as well as from county, state, federal and institutional properties as needed), in addition to mutual aid to first responders of adjacent and nearby communities during such
situations upon request.

City of South Amboy Profile and History

Originally founded during 1640 as Redman's Ferry by Dutch fisherman, South Amboy was incorporated as a Township during 1798 and as a Borough during 1888. During
1908 it was provided with Articles of Incorporation by the State of New Jersey to be established as the City of South Amboy. Of a total area of 2.7 square miles, 1.5 is
Land, with 1.7 Riparian or under the waters of the estuarine Raritan River and/or Raritan Bay, which borders it respectively on the North, East and Southeast. By land it is
bordered by Sayreville, NJ to the South and West. By water it is bordered by Perth Amboy to the North (across the Raritan River) and Staten Island to the East (across
Raritan Bay). It is within 20 miles of NYC across Raritan Bay, as well as via the Arthur Kill.

Of the 3,732 units of housing, 94.3% are owner-occupied, with the remaining 34.7% tenant-occupied. Most of the residential buildings in South Amboy are of wood
construction. Median Value Owner-Occupied Housing: $280,300; Foreclosure Rate: 139 (4%). A total of 538 residential units were recently constructed and occupied,
with an additional 3,875 planned for development. The current population is 8,857, which has increased 26%+ over the past 20 years and continues to grow. Population
Density: 5,858 per square mile. Males: 4,526 (51.1.%), Females: 4,331 (48.9%). Adults: 5,606 (63.3%); Children: 1,922 (21.7%). Elderly (65+): 1,329 (15.0%); Elderly
Males: 679 (7.6%); Elderly Females: 650 (7.3%). Total South Amboy Households: 3,545 (100%; Persons Per Household: 2.47 (100%); Employed Adults: 7,095 (80%);
Unemployed Adults: 433 (4.9%); Disabled Adults: 647 (7.3%); Elderly Living Alone: 567 (6.4%); School Enrollment: 1,738 (19.6%). Race: White/Caucasian: 7,138 (81%);
Black/African-American: 301 (3.4%); Hispanic/Latino: 877 (9.9%); Asian: 354 (4.0%); Native American/Alaskan: 10 (-1.0%); Other: 177 (2.0%). Per Capita Income:
$34,292; Median Household Income: $66,294; Persons at Poverty Level: 797 (9.0%). Minority populations throughout South Amboy continue to grow, documentation of
which is anticipated in the 2020 US Census.

Local/Regional Infrastructure: NJ Transit North Jersey Coast Railroad Line; Conrail; Amtrak; NJ State Highway 9; NJ State Highway 35; NJ State Highway 34; PSE&G
Electricity Substation; New Victory Bridge (Perth Amboy-South Amboy/Sayreville over Navigable Raritan River); Six (6) Middlesex County Roads (615; 621; 670; 684;
686; 688); Two NJT Inter-City Bus Routes (815; 817); Garden State Parkway North/South (Exits 123-129); Navigable Northern Raritan Bay with access to the Arthur Kill,
NY Harbor and Atlantic Ocean; Subterranean Potable Water and Sewer Lines; Subterranean Utility/Natural Gas Transmission Lines; Overhead Electricity Transmission
Lines; Public Street Lighting and Traffic Control Lighting.

Also, a new, permanent, commercial, passenger ferry terminal to NYC, public marina, public open space/recreational areas, as well as bike and walking paths are being
developed in the northeast waterfront area of South Amboy on the Raritan Bay is in development. The focus of this continuing green/sustainable action is to reduce
VMTs of local and regional, petrolium-based, passenger traffic and its respective pollutants by providing a viable, regularly-scheduled, water-based (Arthur Kill; Raritan
Bay; NY Harbor) public transportation alternative to vehicular passenger travel on aging local, county and state surface transportation infrastructures throughout the
Greater South Amboy area (e.g.: Woodbridge; Perth Amboy; Sayreville; Old Bridge; East Brunswick; South River; Matawan/ Aberdeen; Keansburg; Hazlet; Holmdel;
Manalapan; Marlboro; Colts Neck) to and from NYC, NY. Historically, South Amboy had initiated a temporary passenger ferry service to NYC following the attacks to
lower Manhattan on 9/11/2001. While South Amboy passenger ferry service was suspended several years after its establishment following 911, due to the lack of of
adequate facilities, its importance to the regional, passenger transportation network became apparent. Consequently, the City is currently developing a permanent
passenger ferry service to NYC with the support of appropriate, local facilities (e.g.: Passenger Terminal; Parking Lot; Bike Paths; Walking Paths). The total annual
ridership for the South Amboy Passenger Ferry has been estimated at 286,000, significantly reducing air pollutants from otherwise private, petrolium-based vehicle travel.
Additionally, South Amboy was among the first of five NJ municipalities designated by NJDOT as a Transit Village during 1999. The South Amboy Passenger Ferry
Project was recently notified of a $5.3M award from the 2020 USDOT Passenger Ferry Grant Program. This critical grant shall greatly help this green/sustainable,
alternate transportation effort, without which it would have continued to face economic challenges for its realization and benefit to the Greater South Amboy community.

The South Amboy Passenger Ferry Project, SAGT Anti-Teen Vaping Initiative, NJBPU DIP TSLE Energy Retrofit Projects and acquisition of four HD EVs and four HD EV
SCSs are all components of a larger and continuing strategy by the City to reduce sources of air pollution in order to curtail negative impacts on the personal health of
local residents, visitors and regional commuters throughout the Greater South Amboy area in regard to their increased, consequential exposure to asthma and other
respiratory illnesses.

Last year (2019) South Amboy completed thirteen (13) NJBPU DIP TSLE Energy-Retrofit Projects at its buildings throughout the City. In addition to annual energy
savings that continually reduced their respective operating costs, related air pollutants were also reduced on a continuing annual basis: CO2 90.34 (Tons), SO2 0.01
(Tons), N20 0.03 (Tons). This also represents 97 acres of trees, 35 cars removed from the road and 24,743 gallons of vehicle fuel (diesel; gasoline) saved on a
continuing, annual basis.

With 15% of South Amboy's population documented as Elderly and 21.7% documented as Children, 36.7% of the City's population are vulnerable to asthma and related
respiratory illnesses, exacerbated by vehicular, petrolium-based emissions and air pollution, documented by reports generated by the NJ State Health Assessment Date;
NJ Department of Health, as cited in the above section (i.e.: 2020 Asthma in NJ) of this SADPW 2020 NJDEP VWS BMP Project Proposal and further complicated by
current COVID-19 rates of infection.

In New Jersey over 600,000 adults (9.0%) and 167,000 children (8.7%) are currently estimated to have asthma, which vehicle emissions and diesel particulates help to create as well as exacerbate.  Asthma is a chronic disease that affects the airways that carry oxygen in an out of the lungs.  Asthma cannot be cured, but it can be controlled with an effective medical management plan and avoidance of environmental or occupational triggers.  Asthma affects all races, ages and genders.  More boys have asthma than girls, but in adulthood, more women are diagnosed with asthma than men.  Blacks, Hispanics, Frail, Elderly and urban residents are more likely to be affected with asthma symptoms, as are individuals with a family history of the disease and related conditions. Of Middlesex County communities, South Amboy is among the top three for Age-adjusted Asthma ED visit rate per 100,000 residents 2008-2012, the five highest rates of Asthma in Middlesex County, with rates greater than 1.5 times the state average.  (Sources: NJ State Health Assessment Date; NJ Department of Health (NJDOH)/NJ Asthma Awareness and Education Program (AAEP) Asthma In New Jersey Report; NJDOH Environmental Public Health Tracking Project).  Locally, regionally and throughout NJ, this is compounded by the continuing rates of COVID-19, deteriorated surface transportation infrastructure, as well as manufacturing and chemical industries.  South Amboy's current COVID-19 rate of 217/18 (Source: Home News Tribune 7/19/20 edition) is relatively high for a community of its size and population compared to those similar in Middlesex County (e.g.: Spotswood 99/4; Dunellen 204/9; Metuchen 134/3).  Obtaining HD EVs supported by HD EV SCSs via the 2020 NJDEP VWS BMP shall contribute toward South Amboy's continuing efforts to address local and regional respiratory health issues. 	Supplemental Page 1: Despite steady growth of residential development and respective populations, as well as ethnic and cultural diversity over the past 20+ years, there has been a slower increase of South Amboy's limited light industrial and manufacturing base, reflective of the national trend in older, urban and semi-urban, NJ and Mid-Atlantic American communities. Originally founded during 1640 as Redman's Ferry by Dutch fisherman, South Amboy was incorporated as a Township during 1798 and as a Borough during 1888. During 1908 it was provided with Articles of Incorporation by the State of New Jersey to be established as the City of South Amboy. Of a total area of 2.7 square miles, 1.5 is Land, with 1.7 Riparian or under the waters of the estuarine Raritan River and/or Raritan Bay, which borders it respectively on the North, East and Southeast. By land it is bordered by Sayreville, NJ to the South and West. By water it is bordered by Perth Amboy to the North (across the Raritan River) and Staten Island to the East (across Raritan Bay). Local/Regional Infrastructure: NJ Transit North Jersey Coast Railroad Line; Conrail; Amtrak; NJ State Highway 9; NJ State Highway 35; NJ State Highway 34; PSE&G Electricity Substation; New Victory Bridge (Perth Amboy-South Amboy/Sayreville over Navigable Raritan River); Six (6) Middlesex County Roads (615; 621; 670; 684; 686; 688); Two NJT Inter-City Bus Routes (815; 817); Garden State Parkway North/South (Exits 123-129); Navigable Northern Raritan Bay with access to the Arthur Kill, NY Harbor and Atlantic Ocean; Subterranean Potable Water and Sewer Lines; Subterranean Utility/Natural Gas Transmission Lines; Overhead Electricity Transmission Lines; Public Street Lighting and Traffic Control Lighting.  

Also, a new, permanent, commercial, passenger ferry terminal to NYC, public marina, public open space/recreational areas, as well as bike and walking paths are being developed in the northeast waterfront area of South Amboy on the Raritan Bay is in development.  The focus of this continuing green/sustainable action is to reduce VMTs of local and regional, petrolium-based, passenger traffic and its respective pollutants by providing a viable, regularly-scheduled, water-based (Arthur Kill; Raritan Bay; NY Harbor) public transportation alternative to vehicular passenger travel on aging local, county and state surface transportation infrastructures throughout the Greater South Amboy area (e.g.: Woodbridge; Perth Amboy; Sayreville; Old Bridge; East Brunswick; South River; Matawan/ Aberdeen; Keansburg; Hazlet; Holmdel; Manalapan; Marlboro; Colts Neck) to and from NYC, NY.  Historically, South Amboy had initiated a temporary passenger ferry service to NYC following the attacks to lower Manhattan on 9/11/2001.  While South Amboy passenger ferry service was suspended several years after its establishment following 911, due to the lack of of adequate facilities, its importance to the regional, passenger transportation network became apparent.  Consequently, the City is currently developing a permanent passenger ferry service to NYC with the support of appropriate, local facilities (e.g.: Passenger Terminal; Parking Lot; Bike Paths; Walking Paths).  The total annual ridership for the South Amboy Passenger Ferry has been estimated at 286,000, significantly reducing air pollutants from otherwise private, petrolium-based vehicle travel.  Additionally, South Amboy was among the first of five NJ municipalities designated by NJDOT as a Transit Village during 1999.  The South Amboy Passenger Ferry Project was recently notified of a $5.3M award from the 2020 USDOT Passenger Ferry Grant Program.  This critical grant shall greatly help this green/sustainable, alternate transportation effort, without which it would have continued to face economic challenges for its realization and benefit to the Greater South Amboy community.

The South Amboy Passenger Ferry Project, SAGT Anti-Teen Vaping Initiative, NJBPU DIP TSLE Energy Retrofit Projects and acquisition of four HD EVs and four HD EV SCSs are all components of a larger and continuing strategy by the City to reduce sources of air pollution in order to curtail negative impacts on the personal health of local residents, visitors and regional commuters throughout the Greater South Amboy area in regard to their increased, consequential exposure to asthma and other respiratory illnesses.  

Last year (2019) South Amboy completed thirteen (13) NJBPU DIP TSLE Energy-Retrofit Projects at its buildings throughout the City.  In addition to annual energy savings that continually reduced their respective operating costs, related air pollutants were also reduced on a continuing annual basis: CO2 90.34 (Tons), SO2 0.01 (Tons), N2O 0.03 (Tons).  This also represents 97 acres of trees, 35 cars removed from the road and 24,743 gallons of vehicle fuel (diesel; gasoline) saved on a continuing, annual basis.

With 15% of South Amboy's population documented as Elderly and 21.7% documented as Children, 36.7% of the City's population are vulnerable to asthma and related respiratory illnesses, exacerbated by vehicular, petrolium-based emissions and air pollution, documented by reports generated by the NJ State Health Assessment Date; NJ Department of Health, as cited in the above section (i.e.: 2020 Asthma in NJ) of this SADPW 2020 NJDEP VWS BMP Project Proposal and further complicated by current COVID-19 rates of infection.  According to the American Lung Association State of the Air Report the Air Quality of Middlesex County is rated F and is the sixth of eleven NJ counties.  Also, it has had thirteen unhealthy days with 12 rated Orange Alert and one rated Red Alert because of Bad Air Quality during 2019.  The air quality of South Amboy has decreased 58% as to Unhealthy for Sensitive Groups since 2015.  Also, the Air Quality Index Pollution Summary for South Amboy as to CO, SO2, PM10 and PM2.5 has averaged 40.015 during the period of 2015-2019.

Historic Events: 1831: Colonel John Stevens brought his steam engine "John Bull" to South Amboy to run its first train over the entire Camden Amboy Railroad Line. 1844: First South Amboy USPS Office established. 1880: Great Beds Lighthouse constructed in Raritan Bay. 1908: City of South Amboy Charter granted by the State of NJ. 1912: NJ's first air-mail flight (South Amboy to Perth Amboy) occurred. 1927: Victory Bridge constructed linking Perth Amboy to South Amboy; 2004: the NJT Railroad Station Addition opened on North Broadway. Indicative of its continuing growth are the planned development of an additional 3,875 units of housing at the Northeast area of the City.   Also, one hundred twenty eight years ago, following a major fire during 1890, which destroyed an entire city block downtown, the South Amboy Fire Department (SAFD) was founded with the establishment of the first SAFD Fire Company (Protection Engine Company). Major local Fire Events since then include the Morgan Explosion (Gillespie Shell Loading Plant) during 1918 and the explosion of four Military Munitions Barges in Raritan Bay off of the coast of South Amboy during 1950. As an urban community bound by large saltwater (Raritan Bay) and fresh water (Raritan River) bodies, South Amboy experienced significant damage to personal, business and municipal property, as well as public infrastructure, resulting from a number of natural disasters such as Hurricanes Diane (1955), Donna (1960), Belle (1976), Gloria (1985), Bertha (1996), Charley (2004), Irene (2011) and Sandy (2012).
