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In order for the Department to determine compliance with the Flood Hazard Area Control Act
rules at N.J.A.C. 7:13, each application for a flood hazard area verification, individual permit or
general permit (except general permits 2F, 2G and 4) must include an analysis of the project’s
status with regard to the Department’s “Landscape Project” mapping, as well as a “natural
heritage data request” letter from the Department’s Natural Heritage Program. The Landscape
Project mapping and Natural Heritage Program data request shall, at a minimum, identify all
threatened and endangered species on site, as well as all threatened and endangered species
that are “critically dependent on the regulated water for survival” which occur within one mile of
the site. An application will not be considered complete unless it contains these two documents.
