Introduction

Purpose and Tool List

This application is a public web application intended to provide GIS data relevant to a Land Resource
Protection Permit Application. Geographic Information System (GIS) layers are grouped in different
categories to aid in a desktop evaluation.

The following tools are available to help the user in moving or panning around the map:

Zoom in/Zoom out

+ Use the plus or minus button located on the top left of the application to zoom in or out of the
= map. Or use a scroll wheel on a mouse to zoom in/out of the map.

Default Extent

m This button is located under the zoom in/out button. It will bring the map view back to the
extent of New Jersey.

My Location

@ This button is located under the default extent button. If a device is location enabled (such as a
tablet or a cell phone), this will bring you to the physical location of the device you are using to
access the application.

Previous/Next Extent

This button is located under my location button. This enables the user to view the previous
extent (or scale) of the map. This may be useful to go to previous or next extents when
panning though an area of interest.

Address Search

The address search bar is located on the top left of the
application. Type in a full address and the results will
start to auto-populate with possible matches. Click on
the address or the magnifying glass to bring the extent of the map to the location.

When selecting the address, the map will zoom to the location by placing a point where the address was
mapped. This point is temporary and will be removed once other layers are turned on.

Accessing/Viewing Layers, Transparency, Visibility

The following examples show where to find layers, how to turn on/off layers in different groups and
how to adjust transparency:

Accessing Layers

Some layers can be accessed through the buttons below the address search bar for quick access, while
other layers can be found in the group layer list on the main menu bar.

Base Layers

The base layers consist of administrative boundaries and transportation features such as county,
municipal boundaries, parcels, road centerlines, rail stations and rail lines, as well as NJEMS Sites.

Imagery List
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The imagery list located under the address search bar contains aerial images from the 1930s to 2020, as
well as Vermeule maps (NJ Color Historical Maps) and Color/Black & White Topographical Maps.

Most layers can be found in the grouped layer lists on the top right of the menu as shown below. To see
a full list of layers available, click here.

Layers can be turned on and off individually or by groups. Navigate to the Group Layers on the top right
side of the application.

Group Layer List

Option 1 | Select a group of layers from the drop-down list (i.e. Base Layer). To expand or collapse the
list of layers click the double arrow outlined in yellow in the figure below.

Option 2 | To close the layer list click on the X symbol. To turn individual layers on/off check the box to
the left of the layer.

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Option 3 | To see the symbology of the layer, click on the little gray arrow to the left of the layer. The
layer will be on if the box is checked (see County in the example below).

Option 4 | To expand all layers in the group on/off click on the symbol outlined in red (a list with a
check) and select Turn all layers on or Turn all layers off. To expand or collapse all layers (to see the
legend/symbology), click Expand All Layers or Collapse All Layers.

The layers that are checked on are visible in the map view frame. The County layer is the only one that is
visible when the user first opens the application. Layer names that appear gray indicate that they are
not visible at the current map scale. For example, the Parcel layer will appear gray until you zoom in
close enough to a site for the parcel layer to become available. This is to help the application run faster
as displaying layers with numerous records at a state wide level will slow down the application.

There are a couple ways to access the display:

Option 1 | Through the pop-up window, click on the three dots located on the bottom right-hand side of
the window and select view in attribute table. This will bring up the attribute table with the selection on
the map.

The map will zoom to the location and a temporary marker will appear
to show the location of the coordinates. Once a result is found, clear the results if a new search is
required. Other options include clicking on the three dots and panning (moving) to the location in the
current scale, adding a marker on the map (this will only stay there for the duration of one session — it
will not be saved once the application is closed), and zooming to the location.

All results are are
temporary, they will not be saved when closing the application. To save locations check out the
save/share tool. To start a new search, click clear results and go back to the parcel search window. To
mimize the attribute table press on the button (pointing down) on the bar on the bottom.

Land Resource Screening Report

The Land Resource Screening Report tool is a tool that scans an area of interest (a point, polygon, or line)
and generates a report that summarizes all GIS layers that were scanned and some details from the
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attribute table. This report is specific to land resources such as potential wetlands, historic areas of
interest, threatened and endangered species, etc. Use the Water Resource Screening Report to analyze
the area of interest for streams, watersheds, and flood hazard areas. The tool should only be used for
small areas such as a few parcels to optimize performance. It is meant to help for a site analysis and not
a municipal, watershed, or county-wide level analysis.

The screening tool is located on the main menu bar on the top right.
