Good morning Mayors and Officials,

NJDEP is undergoing a rulemaking process for our public access rules. To meet the requirements of
N.J.S.A. 13:1D-150 et seq., DEP is proposing to amend rules governing when and how public access to
tidal waters and their shorelines is required under the Coastal Zone Management Rules, N.J.A.C. 7:7, and
incorporate new rules for public access into the Flood Hazard Area Control Act, N.J.A.C. 7:13.

To date, we've held four stakeholder meetings. Given the importance of public access to communities
throughout the state, we are sharing this information directly with our local government partners to
seek their comment. Attached is the PowerPoint that was shared at the stakeholder meetings. In
addition, audio of the previous stakeholder meetings can be found here:
