Technical Assistance Center, has been working on amending N.J.A.C. 7:29 for the past two years. The draft
amendments are needed to strengthen the chapter and will add, remove and update definitions, clarify
content, maintain consistency, eliminate redundancy, replace antiquated references, cite the proper
standards and reflect current technology. By making these changes, which are considered technical in
nature, it will allow the chapter to be more easily understood and enforced.
